Dear Mr. Brausch: 

Terran Corporation respectfully submits this technical memorandum for the hydrogeologic 

Investigation conducted at the Middletown Junction Property during November 2022.  Results 

of the exploratory work, lab results, conclusions and recommendations for future well 

installation are provided for consideration.  Included with this report are the boring/well logs 

(Attachment #1) and particle-analysis lab report (Attachment #2). 

Project Background 

As provided in Scenario #3 of the technical report entitled “Wellfield Production Analysis for 

the East, Revis, Sod Farm and Thompson Wellfields, Warren County, Ohio” (Terran Corp., 

May 18, 2022), the groundwater computer simulation indicated that a three-well operation, 

each well pumping between 550 to 600 gallons per minute (gpm) and cumulatively producing 

upwards of 2.5 millions of gallons per day (MGD), is potentially feasible for the Middletown 

Junction (M-J) property.  The simulation result is similar to conclusions advanced in the early 

1990s that considered the site as a potential prospect for development using three production 

wells producing approximately 1.5 to 2.5 MGD (by Civil and Environmental Consultants, Inc. 

(CEC)).   

 

CEC installed test well TW-1 as a 90 ft. deep well, 8-inches in diameter with a 125-slot 

screen, 20 feet in length, set between 68 and 88 feet below ground surface (ft. bgs).  The well 

was installed in 1993 and is still present on site as found during a site inspection by Terran 

and WCW&SD in June 2022 (Figure 1).  Test well TW-1 was pumped at 700 gpm for three 

days during December 1993, producing drawdown in site piezometers on the order of 2-feet 

across the site.  A second pump test using TW-1 was conducted by Tetra Tech in 2006, 

pumping at 715 gpm for three days and producing similar results.  High water events on the 

Little Miami River thwarted long-term operation of each constant rate test but demonstrated 

that leakance from the river is an active source of recharge during precipitation events 

upgradient of the site.  Tetra Tech in their report “Little Miami River Wellfield Development” 

(2007) reported that a second pump test was conducted by CEC using a second test well TW-

2; however, the well could not sustain a constant pumping rate of 1,700 gpm.  Uncertainty 

associated with the cumulative test results caused Tetra Tech to not recommend the site for 

development.

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As previously described, Terran’s modeling results indicated a 3-well operation is possible, 

assuming the site hydrogeology has certain physical characteristics associated with it including: 

 

• The aquifer is continuous across the site as a sand and gravel outwash deposit with 

hydraulic conductivity values in the range of 200 to 650 feet per day (ft./day).  

Thickness of the deposit varies but overall has sufficient thickness to support wells 

with screens 20 feet in length set at the bottom of the aquifer at depths of 70 feet more 

or less. 

• The shale bedrock occurs at depths of 25 to 30 feet below ground surface (ft. bgs) on 

the north-northeast side of the M-J site (under the Little Miami River) and at depths of 

70 to 90 ft. bgs at the M-J property and continues as such southward from the property 

as a buried valley aquifer (BVA).  In other words, the property is not a plunge pool or 

“bathtub” whereby the sand and gravel outwash is bounded laterally by shale in all 

directions like a bowl.       

• The Little Miami River is capable of recharging the aquifer with a bed hydraulic 

conductivity value of 0.25 ft./day or higher.     

The present site conceptual model is based on the results of the 1990s site investigation; however, 

the fundamental site investigation information was unavailable (i.e. soil boring logs, aquifer test 

results, etc.) and site characterization tools have improved significantly since then.  Thus a better 

characterization of the site can be provided, building on the 1990s information.  To accomplish 

this, Terran proposed in their proposal dated August 5, 2022 (P-WARN22A(2)) to conduct a site 

characterization of the M-J property.  This Technical Memorandum serves to describe the 

findings, conclusions and recommendations developed from this project. 

 

Project Scope of Work 

Terran proposed to conduct a phased program for a potential wellfield at the M-J property.  The 

project phases include the following: 

1. Phase 1 Site Characterization: Characterization of the property to bedrock with 

geophysical delineation and/or exploratory soil borings to investigate nature, thickness and 

quality of unconsolidated deposits overlying bedrock at the site. Install 

piezometers/monitoring wells for background hydraulic characterization purposes.  

Analyze soil samples for particle analysis for screen design.  Recommendations for further 

pursuit of development to be decided based on this phase of work.  If favorable, proceed 

to Phase 2.  

2. Phase 2 Aquifer Production Assessment: Conduct an assessment of the wellfield and its 

production potential.  Conduct aquifer testing using test well TW-1 and/or TW-2.  Use the 

computer model of the property to refine the wellfield design to meet proposed production 

capacity.  Revise the existing computer model to site production well locations, define 

potential drawdown, zone of influence, and recharge/no-flow boundaries around the 

wellfield.   

3. Phase 3 Initial Wellfield Design:  Design a production well using Phase 1 and 2 data for 

contractor installation. Other facets of wellfield design such as raw water line design and 

electrical service design to be included in this Phase as needed.  Pursue Ohio EPA 
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preliminary site approval of wellfield to serve as a Public Water System, Community 

Water Supply (PWS CWS).   

4. Phase 4 Initial Well Installation/Testing:  Install one production well (or more) based on 

Phase 1 and 2 design details and recommendations.  Construct, develop and aquifer rate 

test the well to characterize its actual production capability, drawdown and aquifer 

properties (hydraulic conductivity, storage, porosity, etc.).  Install additional piezometers 

or monitoring wells as needed for the aquifer pump test.  Update wellfield model as 

needed using Phase 3 information.  Finalize design requirements for raw water lines, 

electrical service, etc.  Submit plans for Ohio EPA approval to serve as PWS CWS 

wellfield.  

5. Phase 5 Full Scale Implementation:  Using technical information developed during 

Phases 1 to 4, with applicable regulatory agency approval, fully develop the wellfield to 

the desired production capacity as site conditions and logistical constraints allow.  Install 

additional production wells, raw water lines, electrical service and related infrastructure as 

needed.  Prepare the required wellhead source area protection plan. 

Terran proposed in proposal WARN22A(2) to conduct a hydrogeologic investigation to 

characterize the proposed site pursuant to Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) 2745-9-04 rules 

governing new well siting.   For the scope of work (SOW), Terran would implement both Phase 1 

and Phase 2 objectives to verify, refine and expand the site conceptual model as provided in the 

computer model used to simulate the M-J wellfield (WF) Property.  The site conceptual model 

incorporates the key characteristics as described in the Terran Corp. 2022 technical report.  To 

implement Phases 1 and 2, Terran proposed the following tasks:   

• Task 1:  Prepare the site property for equipment access to drill exploratory soil borings. 

Brush and tree removal, clearing/leveling, staking and utility demarking as needed to 

prepare the site for a drill rig to access the areas of interest will be completed under 

this task.    

• Task 2: Drill up to seven exploratory soil borings at the M-J property (Figure 1).  Use the 

rotosonic drilling method to provide the most comprehensive means to characterize the 

nature and thickness of the outwash aquifer.  Collect and analyze soil samples of the 

aquifer for well screen design purposes. 

• Task 3: Install up to four 2-inch monitoring wells in key locations for use in aquifer 

testing at the site.  Install river gauges along the Little Miami River at upgradient and 

downgradient locations of the site.  Develop the wells and install transducers to 

measure background hydraulic activity at the site for a period of one month.  Survey 

the piezometer top-of-casing and ground surface elevations for water level data 

analysis and construction control purposes.    

• Task 4: Rehabilitate test well TW-1 for use in an aquifer test of the site.  Conduct a 

constant rate test of TW-1 at a rate of 600 gpm for three to five days, weather 

conditions permitting.  Sample the well water at the conclusion of the test for Ohio 

EPA new well parameters to evaluate groundwater quality purposes. 
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• Task 5: Revise and calibrate the M-J property portion of the computer model domain 

using the new site characterization data and rerun Scenario #3 using the revised, 

calibrated model.  Prepare report and recommendations for further production well 

development at the site based on the project findings and conclusions. 

A brief description of the implemented field work is provided in this technical memorandum. 

 

Field Testing and Aquifer Characterization 

Exploratory field work was conducted from November 7-14, 2022.  Terran subcontracted 

Cascade Drilling, Flint, Michigan, to provide rotosonic drilling, soil sampling and monitoring 

well installation services (Figure 2).   Each soil boring was drilled and sampled on a continuous 

basis from ground surface to bedrock using a 4-inch rotosonic soil sampling barrel.  Each soil 

core was advanced on 5- to 10-foot intervals and the resultant soil cores were examined and 

described by a Terran geologist.  Recovery of each sample interval was recorded in the field book 

and excellent core recovery was obtained for all of the soil borings except for one interval (TRN-

1, 60 to 70 feet) where the gravel and sand escaped from the sample barrel.  A second attempt at 

this interval recovered the lost sample.  Samples of the upper or highest portion of the outwash 

formation, typically from 5 to 20 ft. bgs, were heavily shattered and rendered to dust due to the 

dry and cobblely nature of the formation.  First hand examination of this formation was obtained 

from a 20-foot outcrop exposure along the Little Miami River that provided good detail of the 

upper outwash formation at the site (Figures 3 and 4).   

Soil boring logs were prepared and are provided in Appendix A for reference.  A brief description 

of the geologic formations encountered at each soil boring is provided in this section for detail of 

what was encountered at the M-J property.

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Soil Boring TRN-1 

As shown in Figure 1, test boring TRN-1 is located on the north end of the M-J property, near the 

bike trail bridge crossing the Little Miami River (LMR).  TRN-1 was drilled on November 9, 

2022 to a total depth of 92 ft. bgs.  A copy of the soil boring log is provided in Appendix A of this 

document.  

A layer of alluvium over glacial outwash sand, gravel and cobbles was encountered from grade to 

90 ft. bgs representing a single aquifer.  The upper outwash aquifer from 5 to 20 feet was dry and 

produced shattered, dusty cores, however, once groundwater was encountered, good 

representative cores were obtained of the outwash formation (Figures 5 to 8).  As described 

previously, an interval of clean gravel and sand was encountered from 60 to 70 ft. bgs that slid 

from the sample barrel but was recovered on the second attempt to collect it.  Overall, the aquifer 

consisted of 85-feet of coarse granular outwash from 5 ft. to 90 ft. bgs.  Bedrock consisting of 

Ordovician shale and thin-bedded limestone was encountered at a depth of 90 to 92 ft. bgs.  The 

often dry nature of the shale and thin-bedded limestone bedrock produced shattered cores when 

recovered (Figure 9).

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Soil Boring TRN-2 

As shown in Figure 1, test boring TRN-2 is located on the northwest side of the M-J property to 

characterize the aquifer in the vicinity of test well TW-2.  Test boring TRN-2 was drilled and 

sampled on November 9, 2022 to a depth of 85 ft. bgs.  

A layer of sandy alluvium approximately 19 feet in thickness (Figure 10) was encountered 

overlying a 37-foot thick layer of glacial outwash sand, gravel and cobbles occurring from 19 to 

56 ft. bgs (Figures 11 and 12).  A 17-foot thick layer of lacustrine (lake) clay was encountered 

from 56 to 73 ft. bgs (Figure 13).  Bedrock consisting of Ordovician shale and thin-bedded 

limestone was encountered at a depth of 73 to 85 ft. bgs (Figure 14).

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Soil Boring TRN-3 

As shown in Figure 1, test boring TRN-3 is located in the central portion of the M-J property at a 

location to characterize the aquifer for purposes of installing a new production well.  Test boring 

TRN-3 was drilled and sampled on November 8, 2022 to a total depth of 85 ft. bgs.  A layer of 

clayey alluvium over a glacial outwash deposit of fine to course gravel, cobbles and sand was 

encountered from 3 ft. to 83 ft. bgs, representing a single aquifer (Figures 15 to 19).  Shale 

bedrock was encountered at a depth of 83 to 85 ft. bgs (Figure 20).

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Soil Boring TRN-4 

As shown in Figure 1, test boring TRN-4 is located on the western side of the M-J property to 

characterize the aquifer at a location near the Little Miami River.  Test boring TRN-4 was drilled 

and sampled on November 10, 2022 to a total depth of 80 ft. bgs.  An 19-foot thick layer of 

clayey alluvium and fine-medium sand was encountered at the top of TRN-4 (Figure 21).  

Beneath the alluvium, a 25-ft. thick course outwash deposit of cobbles, boulders and gravel from 

19 ft. to 43 ft. bgs was encountered (Figures 22 and 23).  Below the outwash aquifer, a 34-foot 

thick sequence of varved lacustrine clay (Figures 23 and 24) and silty clay glacial till (Figure 25) 

was encountered.  Shale bedrock was encountered at a depth of 77 to 83 ft. bgs.

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Soil Boring TRN-5 

Test boring TRN-5 is located on the south-central side of the M-J property to characterize the 

aquifer near the meanderbend of the Little Miami River (Figure 1).  Test boring TRN-5 was 

drilled and sampled to a total depth of 70 ft. bgs during November 7 and 8, 2022.  A thin layer of 

alluvial soil overlying a 45-foot thick course outwash deposit of gravel, cobbles and sand from 4 

ft. to 45 ft. bgs was encountered (Figures 26 and 27).  Below the outwash aquifer, a 13-foot thick 

sequence of varved lacustrine clay (Figure 28) and two feet of silty clay glacial till (Figure 29) 

was encountered.  Shale bedrock was encountered at a depth of 60 to 70 ft. bgs (Figure 30).

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Soil Boring TRN-6 

Test boring TRN-6 is located on the southern tip of the M-J property to characterize the aquifer 

as it trends south along Little Miami River towards the East wellfield (Figure 1).  Test boring 

TRN-6 was drilled and sampled to a total depth of 75 ft. bgs during November 10 and 11, 2022.  

A thin layer of fill soil (asphalt and cinder ash) (Figure 31) and variably bedded layers of 

overburden sand/gravel and red brown silty clay (fill?) was encountered to a depth of 18 feet 

(Figure 32).  Below the overburden, a 53-foot thick outwash deposit of sand and gravel was 

encountered from 18 to 73 ft. bgs (Figures 33 and 34).  Shale bedrock was encountered at a depth 

of 73 to 75 ft. bgs (Figure 35).

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Soil Boring TRN-7 

Test boring TRN-7 is located on the northeast corner of the M-J property to characterize the 

aquifer as it trends east toward the bike trail and bedrock valley wall (Figure 1).  Test boring 

TRN-7 was drilled and sampled to a total depth of 40 ft. bgs on November 10, 2022.  A thin 

layer of alluvial soil overlying 32 feet of outwash sand and gravel was encountered to a depth of 

35 feet (Figures 36 to 39).  Shale bedrock was encountered at a depth of 35 to 40 ft. bgs (Figure 

40).

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Monitoring Well Construction 

Test borings TRN-1, TRN-2, TRN-3 and TRN-5 were converted into monitoring wells for 

hydrogeologic characterization purposes.  The monitoring wells were constructed of 2-inch 

diameter schedule 40 PVC with a 20-foot length of screen with 20-slot openings.  All four of the 

monitoring wells were screened at the bottom of the aquifer as found at each location (Table 1).  

The wells were constructed using either a natural formation collapse or a quartz sand filter pack 

as the filter.  Bentonite granules were used to seal each well’s annular space to grade.  All four 

monitoring wells were finished by constructing an outer steel protective cover and concrete base 

(Figure 41).  The wells were secured with keyed alike pad locks thereafter.

The wells were developed on November 14, 2022 using the “surge and pump” development 

method to remove the fine sediment from the well screen filter pack after well installation was 

complete (Figure 41).

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Conceptual Site Model Geologic Assessment 

A conceptual site model (CSM) for the study area was presented in Terran (2022).  The 

CSM consists of the following primary geologic units: 

1. Surficial or Alluvial Deposits: Deposits of silty sand and/or weathered silty clay.  

Thickness of the layer extends to depths of 1 to 10 ft. bgs at the site. 

2. Outwash Sand and Gravel:  A thick deposit of stratified, variable layers of silt, sand, 

gravel and cobbles found primarily within the Little Miami River BVA.  This deposit is 

the primary aquifer for the model domain.    

3. Lake Clay: Isolated layers of gray clay-dominated lacustrine deposits described as gray 

clay and/or silt by area well drillers.  Its location is variable and occurs primarily within 

the Little Miami River BVA and often in association with sand layers when encountered 

by well drillers. 

4. Sand: Layers of sand-dominated deposits ranging from fine-grained silty sands associated 

with lacustrine deposits up to clean, coarse-grained sand associated with glacial outwash 

deposits.   

5. Glacial Till: A layer of brown to gray gravelly clayey silt occurring at depths ranging 

from ground surface to bedrock (~70 to 100+ ft. bgs) in the study area.  This deposit 

occurs as the primary formation on the upper reaches of the bedrock valley walls and as 

discontinuous layers within the buried valley of the Little Miami River. 

6. Shale and Thin-bedded Limestone Bedrock:  A basal layer of Ordovician shale & thin-

bedded limestone, occurring at depths ranging from 0 to 200+ ft. bgs.  Ordovician 

bedrock dominates the region and forms a lower confining bed for the entire area.   

The various glacial deposits together comprise a single aquifer system within the confines of a 

steep-walled shale bedrock valley.  Maximum thickness of the aquifer ranges from 

approximately 50 to 100 feet thick across the model domain.   

 

At the M-J property, the Scenario #3 modeling results (Terran 2022 report) indicated a 3-well 

operation is possible, assuming the site hydrogeology (i.e. CSM) has certain physical 

characteristics associated with it including: 

• The aquifer is continuous across the site as a sand and gravel outwash deposit with 

hydraulic conductivity values in the range of 200 to 650 ft./day.  Thickness of the 

deposit varies but overall has sufficient thickness to support wells with screens 20 feet 

in length set at the bottom of the aquifer at depths of 70 feet more or less. 

• The shale bedrock occurs at depths of 25 to 30 ft. bgs on the north-northeast side of 

the M-J site (under the Little Miami River) and at depths of 70 to 90 ft. bgs at the M-J 

property and continues as such southward from the property as a buried valley aquifer.  

In other words, the property is not a plunge pool or “bathtub” whereby the sand and 

gravel outwash is bounded laterally by shale in all directions like a bowl.

The seven soil borings, TRN-1 to TRN-7, confirmed the above CSM assumptions including: 

• Depth to shale bedrock was encountered at depths ranging from 35 ft. bgs in TRN-7 

up to 90 ft. bgs in TRN-1 (Figure 42). 

•  The outwash aquifer consists of a course outwash deposit, variably bedded and 

ranged from 24 (TRN-4) to 85 feet (TRN-1) in thickness.  The thickest areas of 

outwash appear to be within a deep erosional channel that occurs through the middle 

of the property as found at borings TRN-1, TRN-3 and test well TW-1 (Figures 43 

and 44).  

• The margins of this erosional channel are defined by erosional remnants layers of 

lacustrine clay and glacial till overlying shale bedrock or shale bedrock alone (Figures 

43 and 44). 

• The outwash is very course grained in many places, indicating hydraulic conductivity 

values in the range of 200 to 650 ft./day is reasonable to expect.

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Geotechnical Laboratory Testing of Soil Samples 

Terran submitted ten soil samples to the Bowser Morner, Inc., geotechnical lab, Dayton, Ohio for 

particle-size analysis; five from TRN-1 and five from TRN-3.  The grain-size distributions 

indicate the outwash aquifer at TRN-1 is gravel-dominated with a sandy interval from 60 to 75 

ft. bgs.  Gravel ranged from 35.1% to 65.9%, sand ranged 28.0 to 61.9% and fines ranged from 

3.0 to 6.1% (Table 2).   

 

The formation is course-grained enough to consider using a natural formation filter pack for a 

production well at TRN-1.  Using a 40% retained grain size criteria as a guide line for 

constructing a natural filter pack
1
, a screen with a slot size of 0.170 inch will retain 40% to 70% 

of the formation (Figure 45).  Alternatively, construction of an artificial filter pack using #2 

Parry quartz sand may be considered for the well screen using a 0.100 inch slot.  A copy of the 

Bowser Morner report is provided in Attachment #2.

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Five samples were analyzed from the outwash aquifer (Table 3).  The grain-size distributions 

indicate the aquifer at TRN-3 is primarily poorly-graded gravel, ranging 57.2% to 79.2% gravel, 

with 17.6% to 29.7% sand and 0.9% to 24.2% fines.  Using the 40% retained grain size criteria 

as a guideline for a natural collapse screen filter pack, a screen with slot size of 0.180 inch will 

have a retention rate of 55% to 85% of the formation for a hypothetical production well installed 

at TRN-3 (Figure 46).   

 

Similar to TRN-1, an artificial filter pack using #2 Parry quartz sand and a 0.100 slot screen will 

work for a hypothetical production well.  We recommend the final well screen and filter pack 

design decision be based on what the drilling firm determines at the actual well location during 

their drilling and installation field work.

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Empirical estimates of the aquifer’s hydraulic conductivity (K) values were developed using the

Where Ks is expressed in cm/sec, c is a constant that varies from 1.0 to 1.5, and d10 is the soil particle 

diameter (mm) such that 10% of all soil particles are finer (smaller) by weight.  Many other equations 

have been developed that vary in their evaluation to estimate K based on grain-size distributions.  A 

summary of empirical K values is provided in Table 4.

The empirical K estimates derived from grain size distributions ranged widely for samples from 

TRN-1 and TRN-3.  TRN-1 yielded K estimates ranging from 7.4 to 5,241 ft./day and averaged 67 to 

1,896 ft./day.  Likewise, TRN-3 yielded K estimates ranging 0.31 to 38,721 ft./day and average 3,416 

to 9,780 ft./day.  The results of this exercise proved to be of dubious value given the highly variable 

calculations, but they do further demonstrate that a very course-grained outwash deposit occurs at the 

M-J site.  However, a better estimate of the key aquifer coefficients will need to be developed using 

standard well testing methods such as the step-drawdown test and the constant rate pump test.  

 

Conclusions & Recommendations  

Based on the November 2022 site investigation at the M-J property, it appears that a single outwash 

aquifer occurs at the property that is eroded into the adjoining glacial lacustrine/till deposits that flank 

the property.  The channel is well defined within the center and north side of the site (Figures 42, 43 

and 44).  Depth of the erosional channel is on the order of 80 feet and is filled with cobbley, coarse 

gravel and sand deposits. This indicates strong erosional and depositional glacio-fluvial processes

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created the outwash channel deposit at the site.  It’s likely to be segment of an extensive buried valley 

aquifer system in this area. 

    

Terran recommends conducting a step-test and 24-hour constant rate test using the existing 16-inch 

steel cased well, TW-2 and the site monitoring wells (Figure 1).  A water sample will be collected at 

the conclusion of the 24-hour pump test.  The water sample will be analyzed for the Ohio EPA new 

well water quality parameters.  The aquifer test results will be analyzed and the site water level 

elevations used to calibrate the groundwater advective monitoring wells.  Hydrologic boundaries 

around the area will also be tested (i.e. river recharge, bedrock boundaries, etc.).  Based on the pump 

test and model results, a decision to pursue developing the M-J property for use as a wellfield can 

then be determined.

This Addendum No. 1 is issued to make certain revisions, additions, and clarifications to the original 
Contract Documents and shall be incorporated into the original specifications.  This Addendum takes 
precedence over any and all information previously issued.  No other revisions to the Specifications are to 
be inferred. 

BID/CONTRACT DOCUMENTS: 

1.  Section 01 11 00 – SUMMARY OF WORK 

Add the following text to paragraph 1.2.E as follows: 

“ 10.  72-hour constant rate pump testing performed on two wells simultaneously.” 

 

2.  Section 33 21 00 – WATER SUPPLY WELLS 

Delete the words “24-hours” from Paragraph 3.8.B.1, and replace with the words “48-hours”. 

 

QUESTIONS/CLARIFICATIONS:  

1. Question:  None of the monitoring wells drilled for the project go below 80 ft, yet the 
production wells are specified for 85 ft and 92 ft respectively.  Is there geologic 
information below 80 ft that suggests aquifer is present in the vicinity of the new wells?  
If so, can we get this information? 

Response:  In November 2022 the Terran Corporation performed a hydrogeologic 
investigation of the Middletown Junction property.  The investigation included seven 
exploratory soil borings using rotosonic drilling method.  Borings were taken near the 
location of the two proposed wells.  A copy of the technical memorandum is included 
with this addendum. 

2. Question:  Section 33 21 00, Paragraph 1.1.D identifies the existing bike trail as the 
access route for equipment.  Can a contingency for damaging the bike path, and the sum 
required to repair it, be placed outside of the bid price?   

Response:  This access point has been used in the past by contractors for the drilling of 
the Middletown Junction test wells and for site/tree clearing without damaging the trail.  
The bike trail has also been used numerous time in the past five years by well drilling 
contractors to mobilize equipment for the cleaning of production wells at the County’s 
East and Thompson Wellfields.  The County believes that sufficient precautions can be 
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taken by Contractors (rubber tire equipment and no metal track equipment) to reduce or 
eliminate the risk of damaging the bike trail, and therefore a contingency is not 
warranted.     

3. Question:  In the event the bike path is damaged, will the contractor be subject to more 
than just the repair costs?  E.g., will the ODNR seek damages because a stretch of the 
path is out of commission?  Will the contractor be held liable for potential injuries to 
bikers that could occur as a result of the damage? 

Response:  The Owner maintains a good relationship with ODNR and will schedule a 
preconstruction meeting with ODNR, Terran, and the Owner to discuss the project and 
ODNR’s concerns.  The Contractor shall take necessary precautions required to reduce 
the potential for property damage and injuries.  If necessary, the Contractor shall provide 
flaggers, signage, extra personnel, temporary fencing, etc as required to safely mobilize 
and demobilize equipment and materials to the site. 

4. Question:  What are the expected rates of 1000 gpm to 1500 gpm based on?  Has a 
pumping test already been run on the existing well?  If so, can get a copy of the data?  
We did not find any well log on file with the ODNR that suggests other wells in the area 
are capable of 1000 to 1500 gpm. 

Response:   The pumping rates are based on Terran’s step-down and constant rate testing 
performed on May 2023 on the existing 16-inch test well TW-2.  Data collected from the 
hydraulic testing was used to calibrate Terran’s hydrogeologic model.  The model was 
used to determine the approximate well location, depth, diameter, and pumping rates.  
The proposed pumping rates are similar to rates at the County’s adjacent Sod Farm, 
Revis, and Thompson Wellfields. 

5. Question:  We understand that the 1000 gpm criterion refers to the approved rate of the 
well, thus the well would have to be test-pumped at 1500 gpm to get approved for 1000 
gpm.  What recourse will the County take if the well is drilled to spec but is unable to be 
pumped at 1500 gpm or more during the pumping tests?   

Response:  Warren County has retained the services of the Terran Corporation for field 
assistance, coordination, and observance during the installation and testing of the wells.  
Field issues will be coordinated with Terran’s site representative.  The Contractor will 
work closely with Terran and Warren County’s project manager to collaboratively 
resolve any site issues and achieve the installation of new wells with optimized 
production capacities.     

Terran will evaluate the data collected from the step-drawdown test and determine an 
appropriate constant pump test rate that will be performed for a minimum 48-hour period.   

6. Question:  What are the required pumping rates for the two-well pumping test?  What are 
the consequences for the contractor if this is not initially possible or if at some point 
during the test it proves to not be sustainable for the duration of the test (72 hours)? 
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Response:  Terran will evaluate the data collected from the step and constant rate test 
and determine an appropriate constant pump test rate that will be performed for a 
minimum 72-hour period.   

7. Question:  We assume that the job will need to be rebid if all bids exceed the engineer’s 
estimate by 110% ($495K).  Is this correct?   

Response:  Ohio Revise Code Section 153.12 (Awarding and Executing Contracts) 
states the following:  “No contract to which this section applies shall be entered into if the 
price of the contract, or, if the project involves multiple contracts where the total price of all 
contracts for the project, is in excess of ten per cent, in the case of a contract made by the state 
or a public board, commission, authority, or instrumentality of the state, or twenty per cent, in 
the case of a contract made by a county, township, municipal corporation, school district, 
special purpose district, or other political subdivision or a public board, commission, authority, 
or instrumentality of the political subdivision, above the entire estimate thereof” 

8. Question:  For the two-well pumping test, there is a discrepancy in the specs concerning 
the duration.  In one place it states the test is to be 48 hours, in another place it says 72 
hours.  According to the hydrogeologist, Brent Huntsman, the test is scheduled for 72 
hours. 
 
Response:  The two-well pump test shall be performed for 72 hours as stated on the 
Section 00 10 30 Bid Form and under Section 33 21 00, Paragraph 3.8.C.1.   
  

9.  Question:  Will the final completion of the wells (not included in the spec) call for 
submersible pumps or vertical lineshaft turbines? 

Response:  The design for the well pumps will be performed under a separate contract 
and is not included in this work.  The County will evaluate both submersible and vertical 
line shaft pumps as part of the design process to be performed once the well installation 
is complete.  

10.  Question:  It is our understanding that the contractor will only be required to collect 
water level data during the various pumping tests from the pumping wells, correct?   

Response:  That is correct. The Contractor will be responsible for collecting water level 
data from the pumping well.  The Terran Corporation will collect similar data from 
surrounding monitoring wells. 

11.  Question:  Can the well casing wall thickness be confirmed? The spec says it must 
comply with OAC 3747-9-05(A)(5)(b) which would make it .375, but then it also says it 
must be 0.5’’ thick. 

Response:  As specified under Section 33 21 00, Paragraph 2.2.B, the Contractor has 
two casing pipe options.  The casing pipe shall be 304 Stainless Steel with wall 
thickness of 0.375 inch or schedule 40 low carbon steel with wall thickness of 0.5 inch.  
The schedule 40 low carbon steel option is thicker than required under OAC standards to 
protect against corrosion.    
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12.   Question:  Are there any domestic steel requirements? 

Response:  The Contract does not contain domestic steel requirements due to the limited 
amount of metals and piping contained in this contract.  However, the County 
encourages and supports the purchase of domestic steel. 

 
13. Question:  The spec says to develop the well until its developed based on sand content 

and turbidity, but the bid page only gives a quantity of 20 hours to develop the well. If we 
go over 20 hours, will we be allowed to bill for the additional time? 

Response:  Section 00 10 30 Bid Form identifies unit price work for the well 
development by surge block.  These line items can be decreased or increased based on the 
actual time required for well development.  A decrease in contract price may be 
warranted as the County anticipates that the development will take less than 20 hours per 
well.  Conversely, the contract price may increase if more time is required.

Any delays in substantial completion of the work that are within the control of the Contractor, their 
Subcontractor, or Supplier shall be subject to liquidated damages in the sum of $200.00 for each 
consecutive calendar day that the project extends beyond the substantial completion deadline. 

This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon written notice in the event of substantial 
failure by the other party to perform in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.  The 
nonperforming party shall have fifteen calendar days from the date of the termination notice to 
cure or to submit a plan for cure acceptable to the other party. 

OWNER may terminate or suspend performance of this Agreement for OWNER'S convenience 
upon written notice to the CONTRACTOR.  CONTRACTOR shall terminate or suspend 
performance of the services/work on a schedule acceptable to the OWNER. 
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The CONTRACTOR will indemnify and save the OWNER, their officers and employees, 
harmless from loss, expenses, costs, reasonable attorneys fees, litigation expenses, suits at law or 
in equity, causes of action, actions, damages, and obligations arising from (a) negligent, reckless 
or willful and wanton acts, errors or omissions by CONTRACTOR, its agents, employees, 
licensees, consultants, or subconsultants; (b) the failure of the CONTRACTOR, its agents, 
employees, licensees, consultants or subconsultants to observe the applicable standard of care in 
providing services pursuant to this agreement; (c) the intentional misconduct of the 
CONTRACTOR, its agents, employees, licensees, consultants, or subconsultants that result in 
injury to persons or damage to property. for which the OWNER may be held legally liable. 

The CONTRACTOR does hereby agree to indemnify and hold the OWNER harmless for any and 
all sums for which the OWNER may be required to pay or for which the OWNER may be held 
responsible for failure of the CONTRACTOR or any subcontractors to pay the prevailing wage 
upon this project. 

The OWNER agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR in the manner and at such times as set forth in 
the General Conditions and as amended in the Supplemental Conditions and in such amounts as 
required by the Contract Documents. 

This Contract shall be construed under the laws of the State of Ohio, and the parties hereby 
stipulate to the venue for any and all claims, disputes, interpretations, litigation of any kind arising 
out of this Contract being exclusively in the Warren County, Ohio Court of Common Pleas (unless 
both parties mutually agree in writing to alternate dispute resolution), as well as waiving any right 
to bring or remove such matters in or to any other state or federal court.   

This Agreement shall be binding upon all parties hereto and their respective heirs, executors, 
administrators, successors, and assigns. 

Contractor shall bind every subcontractor to, and every subcontractor must agree to be bound by 
the terms of, this Agreement, as far as applicable to the subcontractor's work particularly pertaining 
to Prevailing Wages and EEO requirements.  Nothing contained in this Agreement shall create any 
contractual relationship between any subcontractor and Owner, nor create any obligations on the 
part of the Owner to pay or see to the payment of any sums to any subcontractor.

       Public Authority Responsibilities
ORC Chapter 4115: Wages and Hours on Public Works 

(Prevailing Wage Coordinator)

Before advertising for bids, contracting, or undertaking construction with its own forces, to construct a public
improvement, the public authority shall have the Ohio Department of Commerce, Division of Industrial Compliance,
Bureau of Wage and Hour Administration determine the prevailing rates of wages for workers employed on the public
improvement. The wage determination must be included in the project specifications and printed on the bidding blanks
where work is done by contract.

"New" construction has a threshold level of $250,000.

"Reconstruction, enlargement, alteration, repair, remodeling, renovation, or painting" has a threshold level of
$75,000.

"New" construction that involves roads, streets, alleys, sewers, ditches and other works connected to road or
bridge construction has a threshold level of $ .

"Reconstruction, enlargement, alteration, repair, remodeling, renovation, or painting" that involves roads, streets,
alleys, sewers, ditches and other works connected to road or bridge construction has a threshold of $2 .

i.) Thresholds are to be adjusted biennially by the Director of Ohio Department of Commerce, Division of 
Industrial Compliance, Bureau of Wage and Hour Administration.

ii.) Biennial adjustments to threshold levels are made according to the Price Deflator for Construction Index, 
United States Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census, but may not increase or decrease more 
than 3% for any year.

2. Every contract for public work shall contain a provision that each worker employed by the contractor or subcontractor, or
other person about or upon the public work, must be paid the prevailing rate of wages.

3. If contracts are not awarded or construction undertaken within ninety days (90) from the date of the determination of the
prevailing wage there shall be a re-determination of the wage rates before the contract is awarded.

4. Within seven (7) working days after the receipt of notification of a change in the prevailing wage rates, the public
authority shall notify all affected contractors and subcontractors.  If it is determined that a contractor or subcontractor has
violated sections 4115.03 to 4115.16 of the Ohio Revised Code because they were not notified as required, the public
authority is liable for any back wages, fines, damages, court costs and attorney’s fees for the period of time covering the
receipt of wage changes, until they give the required notice.

5. No public authority shall award a contract for a public improvement to any contractor or subcontractor whose name
appears on the list of debarred contractors.  This list is filed with the Secretary of State by the Ohio Department of
Commerce-Division of Industrial Compliance & Labor-Bureau of Wage and Hour Administration The filing of the
notice of conviction with the secretary of state constitutes notice to all public authorities. These contractors are
prohibited from working on public improvements for periods ranging from one to three years. The list of debarred
contractors can be located on the website www.com.ohio.gov/laws

6. A public authority must designate and appoint one of its own employees to serve as the Prevailing Wage Coordinator
during the life of the contract for constructing the public improvement.  A Prevailing Wage Coordinator must be
appointed no later than ten days before the first payment of wages by contractors to employees working on the public
improvement.

Prevailing Wage Coordinator Guidelines
For more detailed information please refer to Chapter 4115 of the Ohio Revised Code

A. Attend any pre-bid and/or pre-construction meetings.
1. To explain the prevailing wage rate requirements.
2. To explain the contractor’s responsibilities.

B. Set up and maintain files containing all contractors' and subcontractors' payroll reports,
affidavits, and related documents. These files must be available for public inspection.

C. Obtain from each contractor a list of their subcontractors' names, addresses, telephone numbers,
and email addresses.

D. Require each contractor and subcontractor to provide their project dates.  This will be used to
make a time schedule for receiving their certified payrolls.

E. Obtain from each contractor, the name and address of their Bonding\Surety Company.

F. Obtain from out-of-state corporations, the name and address of their Statutory Agent. (This agent
must be located in the State of Ohio and registered with the Ohio Secretary of State.)
1. Records made in connection with the public improvement must not be removed from the

State of Ohio for the period of one year following the completion of the project.

G. Supply contractors with any changes in the Prevailing Wage Rates.

H. Within two weeks after the first  pay, obtain a certified payroll report from each contractor.  A
certified report is one that is sworn to and signed by the contractor.
1. If the job will exceed four months, all reports after the initial report can be filed

once per month. (The initial report must be filed within two weeks.)
2. If the job will last less than four months, all reports are to be filed weekly after

the initial report.

I. Establish and follow procedures to monitor compliance by contractors and subcontractors.
1. Visit project to verify posting requirements and job classifications.
2. Review certified payroll reports to ensure they are submitted in a timely fashion and

complete with the following information for each employee:
a) Name, current address, and their social security number or last 4 when permitted
b) Classification (must be specific for laborers and operators, including level)
c) Hours worked on the project
d) Hourly rate
e) Fringe benefits, if applicable
f) Total hours worked for the week (all jobs)
g) Gross wages, all deductions, net pay

3. Compare rates and fringes reported to rates in prevailing wage schedule.

J. Upon completion of the project and prior to the final payment, require an affidavit of compliance
from each contractor and subcontractor.  No public authority shall make final payment to any
contractor or subcontractor unless the final affidavits have been filed by the respective
contractor and subcontractor. (O.R.C. section 4115.07)

K. Report any non-compliance to Ohio Department of Commerce, Division of Industrial
Compliance, Bureau of Wage & Hour Administration. The PW complaint form and instructions
can be obtained on the website www.com.ohio.gov.

PREVAILING WAGE CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES 
This is a summary of prevailing wage contractors’ responsibilities.  For more detailed 

information please refer to Chapter 4115 of the Ohio Revised Code 

General Information 
Ohio's prevailing wage laws apply to all public improvements financed in whole or in part by 
public funds when the total overall project cost is fairly estimated to be more than $250,000 
for new construction or $75,000 for reconstruction, enlargement, alteration, repair, 
remodeling, renovation, or painting. 

Ohio's prevailing wage laws apply to all public improvements financed in whole or in part 
by public funds when the total overall project cost is fairly estimated to be more than 
$91,150 for new construction that involves roads, streets, alleys, sewers, ditches and other 
works connected to road or bridge construction or $27,309 for reconstruction, 
enlargement, alteration, repair, remodeling, renovation, or painting of a public improvement 
that involves roads, streets, alleys, sewers, ditches and other works connected to road or 
bridge construction. 

a) Thresholds are to be adjusted biennially by the Administrator of Ohio Department of
Commerce, Division of Industrial Compliance and Labor, Bureau of Wage and Hour
Administration

b) Biennial adjustments to threshold levels are made according to the Price Deflator for
Construction Index, United States Department of Commerce, Bureau of the
Census*, but may not increase or decrease more than 3% for any year

Penalties for violation 
Violators are to be assessed the wages owed, plus a penalty of 100% of the wages owed. 

Intentional Violations 
If an intentional violation is determined to have occurred, the contractor is prohibited from 
contracting directly or indirectly with any public authority for the construction of a public 
improvement. Intentional violation means "a willful, knowing, or deliberate disregard for any 
provision" of the prevailing wage law and includes but is not limited to the following actions: 

 Intentional failure to submit payroll reports as required, or knowingly submitting false 
or erroneous reports. 

 Intentional misclassification of employees for the purpose of reducing wages. 
 Intentional misclassification of employees as independent contractors or as 

apprentices. 
 Intentional failure to pay the prevailing wage. 
 Intentional failure to comply with the allowable ratio of apprentices to skilled workers 

as required by the regulations established by Ohio Department of Commerce, 
Division of Industrial Compliance and Labor, Bureau of Wage and Hour 
Administration. 

 Intentionally employing an officer, of a contractor or subcontractor, that is known to 
be prohibited from contracting, directly or indirectly, with a public authority.

Responsibilities 
A. Pay the prevailing rate of wages as shown in the wage rate schedules issued by the

Ohio Department of Commerce, Division of Industrial Compliance and Labor,
Bureau of Wage and Hour Administration, for the classification of work being
performed.
1. Wage rate schedules include all modifications, corrections, escalations, or

reductions to wage rates issued for the project.
2. Overtime must be paid at time and one-half the employee's base hourly rate.

Fringe benefits are paid at straight time rate for all hours including overtime.
3. Prevailing wages must be paid in full without any deduction for food, lodging,

transportation, use of tools, etc.; unless, the employee has voluntarily consented
to these deductions in writing.  The public authority and the Director of Ohio
Department of Commerce, Division of Industrial Compliance and Labor, Bureau
of Wage and Hour Administration - must approve these deductions as fair and
reasonable.  Consent and approval must be obtained before starting the project.

B. Use of Apprentices and Helpers cannot exceed the ratios permitted in the wage rate
schedules.
1. Apprentices must be registered with the U.S. Department of Labor Bureau of

Apprenticeship and Training.
2. Contractors must provide the Prevailing Wage Coordinator a copy of the

Apprenticeship Agreement for each apprentice on the project.

C. Keep full and accurate payroll records available for inspection by any authorized
representative of the Ohio Department of Commerce, Division of Industrial
Compliance, and Labor, Bureau of Wage and Hour Administration or the contracting
public authority, including the Prevailing Wage Coordinator. Records should include
but are not limited to:
1. Time cards, time sheets, daily work records, etc.
2. Payroll ledger\journals and canceled checks\check register.
3. Fringe benefit records must include program, address, account number, &

canceled checks.
4. Records made in connection with the public improvement must not be removed

from the State for one year following the completion of the project.
5. Out-of-State Corporations must submit to the Ohio Secretary of State the full

name and address of their Statutory Agent in Ohio.

D. Prevailing Wage Rate Schedule must be posted on the job site where it is
accessible to all employees.

E. Prior to submitting the initial payroll report, supply the Prevailing Wage Coordinator
with your project dates to schedule reporting of your payrolls.

F. Supply the Prevailing Wage Coordinator a list of all subcontractors including the
name, address, and telephone number for each.
1. Contractors are responsible for their subcontractors’ compliance with

requirements of Chapter 4115 of the Ohio Revised Code.

G. Before employees start work on the project, supply them with written notification of
their job classification, prevailing wage rate, fringe benefit amounts, and the name of
the Prevailing Wage Coordinator for the project. A copy of the completed signed
notification should be submitted to Prevailing Wage Coordinator.

H. Supply all subcontractors with the Prevailing Wage Rates and changes.

I. Submit certified payrolls within two (2) weeks after the initial pay period.  Payrolls
must include the following information:
1. Employees’ names, addresses, and social security numbers.

a. Corporate officers/owners/partners and any salaried personnel who do
physical work on the project are considered employees.  All rate and
reporting requirements are applicable to these individuals.

2. Employees’ work classification.
a. Be specific about the laborers and/or operators (Group)
b. For all apprentices, show level/year and percent of journeyman’s rate

3. Hours worked on the project for each employee.
a. The number of hours worked in each day and the total number of hours

worked each week.
4. Hourly rate for each employee.

a. The minimum rate paid must be the wage rate for the appropriate
classification. The Department’s Wage Rate Schedule sets this rate.

b. All overtime worked is to be paid at time and one-half for all hours
worked more than forty (40) per week.

5. Where fringes are paid into a bona fide plan instead of cash, list each  benefit
and amount per hour paid to program for each employee.

a. When the amount contributed to the fringe benefit plan and the total
number of hours worked by the employee on all projects for the year are
documented, the hourly amount is calculated by dividing the total
contribution of the employer by the total number of hours worked by the
employee.

b. When the amount contributed to the fringe benefit is documented but not
the total hours worked, the hourly amount is calculated by dividing the
total yearly contribution by 2080.

6. Gross amount earned on all projects during the pay period.
7. Total deductions from employee’s wages.
8. Net amount paid.

J. The reports shall be certified by the contractor, subcontractor, or duly appointed
agent stating that the payroll is correct and complete; and that the wage rates
shown are not less than those required by the O.R.C. 4115.

K. Provide a Final Affidavit to the Prevailing Wage Coordinator upon the completion of
the project.

3. Hours Worked, Day & Date: In the first row of column 3 enter days of pay period example; M T W TH F S S. The second row is for the date that
corresponds with each day for the pay period. In the employee information section enter the number of hours worked on the prevailing wage project and
which day the hours were worked. Separate rows are labeled for (ST) straight time hours and (OT) overtime hours. All hours worked after 40, must be
paid at the appropriate overtime rate.

4. Project Total Hours: Total the hours entered for pay period.

5. Base Rate: Enter actual rate per hour paid to the employee. The overtime hourly rate is time and one-half the base rate listed in the prevailing wage
schedule plus fringe benefits at straight time rate. The prevailing wage schedule lists the base rate plus fringe benefit amounts. These amounts added
together equal the total prevailing wage rate. Employers must pay this total amount in one of three ways.

a. Total rate may be paid in entirety in the base rate to the employee; in which case, the cash designation will be checked for fringe benefits.
b. Total rate may be paid as listed in prevailing wage rate schedule with total fringe amounts paid approved plans.
c. Total rate may be paid with a combination of base rate and fringe payments to approved plans in amounts other than those listed in schedule.

6. Project Gross: Enter total gross wages earned on the project for straight time and overtime. Project hours X base rate should equal project gross.

7. Fringes: If fringe benefits are paid in the hourly base rate, indicate this by marking the Cash space. If fringe benefits are paid to approved plans as listed
in the prevailing wage rate schedule, mark the space Approved Plans. If fringe benefits are paid partially in the base rate and partially to approved plans,
mark the space Cash & Approved plans. List the hourly amount paid to approved plans for each fringe. If payments are not made on a per hour basis,
calculate the hourly fringe credit by dividing the yearly employer contribution by the lesser of: hours actually worked in the year (these must be
documented) or 2080. Fringe benefits include: Employer's share of health insurance, life insurance, retirement plan, bonus/profit sharing, sick pay,
holiday pay, personal leave, vacation, and education/training programs. If unsure of a possible fringe benefit, contact the Ohio Department of Commerce -

8. Total Hours All Jobs: Total all hours worked during the pay period including non-prevailing wage jobs.

9. Total Gross All Jobs: Gross amount earned in the pay period for all hours worked.

This wage
determination is not intended as a blanket determination to be used for all projects during this period without prior approval of
this Department.

Section 4115.04, Ohio Revised Code provides, in part: “Such schedule of wages shall be attached to and made a part of the
specifications for the work, and shall be printed on the bidding blanks where the work is done by contract...”

The contract between the letting authority and the successful bidder shall contain a statement requiring that mechanics and
laborers be paid a prevailing rate of wage as required in Section 4115.06, Ohio Revised Code.

The contractor or subcontractor is required to file with the contracting public authority upon completion of the project and prior
to final payment therefore an affidavit stating that he has fully complied with Chapter 4115 of the Ohio Revised Code.

The wage rates contained in this schedule are the “Prevailing Wages” as defined by Section 4115.03, Ohio Revised Code (the
basic hourly rates plus certain fringe benefits). These rates and fringes shall be a minimum to be paid under a contract
regulated by Chapter 4115 of the Ohio Revised Code by contractors and subcontractors. The prevailing wage rates contained
in this schedule include the effective dates and wage rates currently on file. In cases where future effective dates are not
included in this schedule, modifications to the wage schedule will be furnished to the Prevailing Wage Coordinator appointed
by the public authority as soon as prevailing wage rates increases are received by this office.

“There shall be posted in a prominent and accessible place on the site of work a legible statement of the Schedule of Wage
Rates specified in the contract to the various classifications of laborers, workmen, and mechanics employed, said statement
to remain posted during the life of such contract.” Section 4115.07, Ohio Revised Code.

Apprentices will be permitted to work only under a bona fide apprenticeship program if such program exists and if such
program is registered with the Ohio Apprenticeship Council.

Section 4115.071 provides that no later than ten days before the first payment of wages is due to any employee of any
contractor or subcontractor working on a contract regulated by Chapter 4115, Ohio Revised Code, the contracting public
authority shall appoint one of his own employees to act as the prevailing wage coordinator for said contract. The duties of the
prevailing wage coordinator are outlined in Section 4115.071 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Section 4115.05 provides for an escalator in the prevailing wage rate. Each time a new rate is established, that rate is
required to be paid on all ongoing public improvement projects.

A further requirement of Section 4115.05 of the Ohio Revised Code is: “On the occasion of the first pay date under a contract,
the contractor shall furnish each employee not covered by a collective bargaining agreement or understanding between
employers and bona fide organizations of Labor with individual written notification of the job classification to which the
employee is assigned, the prevailing wage determined to be applicable to that classification, separated into the hourly rate of
pay and the fringe payments, and the identity of the prevailing wage Coordinator appointed by the public authority. The
contractor or subcontractor shall furnish the same notification to each affected employee every time the job classification of
the employee is changed.”

Work performed in connection with the installation of modular furniture may be subject to prevailing wage.

SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS  

PART 1 – GENERAL 

1.1 GENERAL 

A. These Supplementary Conditions shall modify and supplement the Standard General 
Conditions of the Construction Contract (Section 00 70 30, EJCDC C-700), and shall 
govern whenever they conflict.  All provisions which are not so amended or 
supplemented remain in full force and effect. 

1.2 MODIFICATIONS TO ARTICLES OF THE GENERAL CONDITIONS  

A. ARTICLE 1 – DEFINITIONS 

1. Paragraph 1.01.A.19 is supplemented with the following:  Where the term “Engineer” 
is used in the Specification for the approval of materials or work, it shall be 
understood to mean Warren County Water & Sewer.  Contractor acknowledges that 
Engineer is a full-time employee appointed by Owner, and Engineer is not an 
independent third party, rather is a department of the governmental entity of Owner 
(Warren County Board of Commissioners) a political subdivision of Ohio. 

2. Paragraph 1.01.A.29 is supplemented with the following:  Whenever the term 
“Owner” is used in the Contract Documents, it shall refer to Warren County Board 
of Commissioners on behalf of Warren County Water & Sewer, or its authorized 
representative.

1. Paragraph 6.01.A – After the first sentence add:  “Contractor’s Work shall be 
performed according to the standards of care normally exercised by construction 
organizations within Ohio that are engaged in performing comparable services 
devoting such attention thereto and applying such skills as may be necessary to 
perform the work in accordance with the Contract Documents.” 

2. Paragraph 6.02.C – Add a new paragraph as follows: 

“C. If the Contractor does not perform the work in accordance with the Contractor’s 
construction schedule and the project construction schedule, and it becomes 
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apparent that the work may not be completed within the contract times, the

“D.   Contractor shall at all times maintain good discipline and order at the site.  The 
Contractor shall not permit employment of unfit persons or persons not skilled 
in tasks assigned to them.  If the Owner deems any employee of the Contractor 
or a subcontractor unsatisfactory, the Contractor must transfer or require its 
subcontractor to transfer such employee from the project immediately.” 

4. Paragraph 6.05(E) – shall be deleted.  

5. Paragraph 6.08 – Replace this Paragraph with the following: 

“A.   Permit requirements are specified in Section 0020 00 – INSTRUCTIONS TO 
BIDDERS, and 00 70 20 – PERMITS.” 

6. Paragraph 6.10 – Taxes, is Amended as follows: 

“A.  OWNER, being a public body, is exempt from taxes on material incorporated 
into the work.  CONTRACTOR, therefore, is not required to pay such materials 
taxes.  The OWNER will provide the tax exemption forms.  These forms are to 
contain all necessary information required by the State.  CONTRACTOR shall 
be responsible for payment of any applicable commercial activity tax. 

B. Owner’s exemption does not apply to construction tools, machinery, 
equipment, or other property purchased by or leased by Contractor, or to 
supplies or materials not incorporated to the Work. 

C. Contractor is specifically required to abide by all local tax requirements, if any, 
including income tax requirements to withhold at source.  Contractor 
acknowledges that the Contract work may take place in various cities and taxing 
districts, and further acknowledges different tax burdens may be imposed by 
each.  Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold Owner harmless for any 
federal, state, or local tax liabilities incurred as a result of Contractor 
performing the Work.” 

F. ARTICLE 9 – ENGINEER’S STATUS DURING CONSTRUCTION 

1. Paragraph 9.01 – Add the following sentence:  The parties acknowledge and agree 
that ENGINEER is a full time employee of OWNER and is not an independent 
third party, however, ENGINEER shall perform any duties under this agreement in 
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good faith and adhere to a standard of professional care and skill ordinarily used by 
members of the subject profession practicing under similar circumstances at the 
same time and in the same locality.” 

G. ARTICLE 10 – CHANGES IN THE WORK; CLAIMS 

1. Paragraph 10.03.A.4 – Add the following paragraph: 

“4. In no event is the Contractor entitled to reserve any rights or take other similar 
action with respect to a change order if the effect or intent of such reservation 
or action would be to accommodate a further adjustment in the contract times, 
contract price, or both, after the Contractor executes the change order.  By 
executing a change order, the Contractor irrevocably certifies that the elements 
of the change order described are completely satisfied and waives all rights to 
seek further adjustment of the contract times, contract price, or both, at a later 
date with respect to the associated change in the work.” 

H. ARTICLE 11 – COST OF THE WORK; ALLOWANCES; UNIT PRICE WORK 

1. Paragraph 11.01(A)(3) – Amend the Second Sentence as follows:  DELETE the 
phrase “If required by Owner”.  Add Sentence OWNER requires CONTRACTOR to 
competitively bid work from subcontractors. 

2. Paragraph 11.01(D) Add the following Sentence: This agreement shall be subject to 
open book pricing, CONTRACTOR shall make any all bids, invoices, receipts, any 
and all documentation for expenses and costs available for inspection by OWNER 
immediately upon request. 

3. Paragraph 11.01.B.1 – Add project manager and project executive to the list of 
excluded compensation and payroll costs. 

I. ARTICLE 12 – CHANGE OF CONTRACT PRICE, CHANGE OF CONTRACT 
TIMES 

1. Paragraph 12.01.C.2.e – Add the following to the end of paragraph 12.01.C.2.e: “Any 
change that results in a net decrease in cost shall include the appropriate overhead 
and profit added thereto calculated as set forth in ARTICLE 12 of the General 
Conditions.” 

2. Paragraph 12.01.D – Insert new paragraph as follows:  “D.  In no event shall 
Contractor be entitled to any increase in the Contract Price on account of any adverse 
weather.” 

3. Paragraph 12.02.B – Replace Paragraph 12.02.B with the following:  

“B.  If the Contractor wishes to make a claim for an increase in contract times, 
prompt written notice as provided herein shall be given.  The Contractor’s claim 
shall include an estimate of cost and of probable effect of delay on progress of 
the work, a detailed schedule which indentifies the critical portions of the work 
impacted by the delaying event and the dates of such impact, and a statement 
from Contractor that the increase requested is the entire increase in the contract 
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time associated with the claim.  The failure to provide such information and 
statement within the time period established in Paragraph 10.05.B shall 
constitute an irrevocable waiver of the claim.  In the case of a continuing delay 
occurring on consecutive days, only one claim is necessary, provided, however, 
that within ten (10) days of the cessation of the cause of the continuing delay, 
the Contractor shall notify the Owner in writing that the cause of the delay has 
ceased.  The failure to give notice of the cessation of the cause of the continuing 
delay shall constitute an irrevocable waiver of any claim based upon the 
continuing delay.” 

4. Add the following paragraph as Paragraph 12.02.C: 

“C. In addition to the requirements of Paragraph 12.02.B, if adverse weather 
conditions are the basis for a claim for additional time, the contractor shall 
support such claim with data acceptable to the Owner and Engineer that 
substantiates that weather conditions were significantly abnormal for the period 
of time and could not have reasonably been anticipated and that weather 
conditions had an adverse effect on a critical element of the scheduled 
construction.  Notwithstanding any other provisions of the Contract Documents 
to the contrary, the project times will not be adjusted on account of the impact 
of an normal adverse weather or any of the work or on account of the impact of 
any abnormal adverse weather on non-critical elements of the work.  The 
support for the evaluation of all adverse-weather claims resulting in lost work 
days shall be based upon criteria as provided for in the State of Ohio 
Department of Transportation (ODOT) Construction and Material 
Specifications dated January 1, 2013.  ODOT Specification 108.06.C lists the 
number of days that the Contractor may expect to be lost due to weather as 
follows:

“F.   Any proposed time extensions for delays requested because of abnormal 
weather conditions shall be subject to Paragraph 12.02.C.” 

6. Paragraph 12.03.G. – Add new paragraph as follows: 

“G.  Delays beyond  the substantial completion date attributable to and within the 
control of the Contractor, their Subcontractor, or Supplier shall be subject to 
liquidated damages in the amounts specified in SECTION 00 60 10 – 
CONTRACT.” 

J. ARTICLE 15 – SUSPENSION OF WORK AND TERMINATION 

1. Paragraph 15.01.A. – Delete the sentence that states: “Contractor shall be granted an 
adjustment in the Contract Price or an extension of the Contract Times, or both 
directly attributable to any suck suspension if Contractor makes a Claim therefor as 
provided in Paragraph 10.05. 

REPLACE the above sentence with the following:  Contractor shall be granted an 
extension of the Contract Times directly attributable to any such suspension if 
Contractor makes a Claim therefor as provided in Paragraph 10.05. 

2. Paragraph 15.03.A(3) – shall be DELETED in its entirety. 

K. ARTICLE 14 – PAYMENT TO CONTRACTOR AND COMPLETION 

1. Add new Paragraph 14.02.A.4 as follows: 

“4. In accordance with ORC Section 153.12 partial payments to the Contractor for 
labor performed under either a unit or lump sum price contract shall be made at 
the rate of ninety-two per cent of the estimates prepared by the Contractor and 
approved by the Engineer.   All labor performed after the job is fifty percent 
completed shall be paid for at the rate of one hundred per cent of the estimates 
submitted by the Contractor and approved by the Engineer.  A Contract shall 
be considered 50 percent complete when the Contractor has been paid an 
amount equal to 50 percent of the total cost of the labor of the Contract and 50 
percent of the total cost of the material of the Contract. 

All materials furnished and delivered but not actually included in the 
construction and approved by the Owner, after the work under this contract is 
50 percent complete, shall be paid for at the rate of 92 percent of the invoiced 
value of the materials.  The balance of such estimates shall be paid when the 
material is incorporated into and becomes a part of the building construction.   

When the major portion of the project is substantially completed and occupied, 
or in use, or otherwise accepted, and there exists no other reason to withhold 
retainage, the retained percentages held in connection with such portion shall 
be released and paid to the contractor, withholding only that amount necessary 
to assure completion. 

All retained payments shall be deposited into an escrow account at the 1st

Gail Haines.  The Contractor may waive their right to deposit the payments in 
an escrow account by written request to the Owner.

1.1 LOCATION OF WORK 

A. The work of this Contract is located in Warren County, Ohio at the Middletown Junction 
wellfield adjacent to the Little Miami River. 

B. Site visits may be scheduled by appointments with Chris Brausch, 
chris.brausch@co.warren.oh.us (513-695-1193), at least two full working days prior to the 
desired appointment date. 

1.2 SCOPE OF WORK 

A. This project consists of providing all labor, equipment, materials, and other services 
necessary to construct and develop two 16-inch diameter raw water wells at Warren 
County’s Middletown Junction Wellfield.  Each well shall be capable of producing 
approximately 1,000 to 1,500 gallons per minute (gpm), drilled to a depth of approximately 
85 and 92 feet below ground surface (ft. bgs), equipped with 20-foot stainless steel screens, 
and developed with a Parry Sand gravel-packed filter column.    

B. The work to be completed shall not be limited to the exact extent described in the 
specifications but shall include all incidental work necessary and customary for completion 
of the project.

1.3 CONTRACTOR’S USE OF PREMISES  

A. Contractor shall limit the use of the premises for his/her work and for storage to allow for Owner 
occupancy and daily operation. 

B. Coordinate use of premises with Owner. 

C. If directed by the Owner, move any stored items, which interfere with operations. 

D. The wellfield is located in the 100-year floodplain and may flood during heavy rain events and 
access during this wet weather events may be limited. Contractor is responsible for monitoring 
weather forecasts/conditions and river levels. All equipment and materials shall be removed or 
secured prior to the start of any heavy rain event where flooding may occur.  

1.4 PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS

A. Owner may initiate changes by submitting a Request for Proposal (RFP) to Contractor.

2. Supplementary or revised Drawings and Specifications. 

3. The projected time span for making the change and a specific statement as to whether 
overtime work is, or is not, authorized. 

4. A specific period of time during which the requested price will be considered valid. 
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5. Such request is for information only and is not an instruction to execute the changes, 
nor to stop work in progress. 

B.  Contractor may initiate changes by submitting a written notice to Owner, containing:

C. Support each claim for additional costs and for work done on a time-and-material/force 
account basis, with documentation as required for a lump sum proposal, plus additional 
information.

3. Time record, summary of hours worked, and hourly rates paid. 

4. Receipts and invoices for: 

a. Equipment used, listing dates and times of use.

1.6 PREPARATION OF CHANGE ORDERS 
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A. Owner will prepare each Change Order. 

B. Change Order will describe changes in the work, both additions and deletions, with 
attachments of revised Contract Documents to define details of the change. 

C. Change Order will provide an accounting of the adjustment in the Contract Sum and in the 
Contract Time. 

1.7 CORRELATION WITH CONTRACTOR’S SUBMITTALS 

A. Periodically revise Schedule of Values and Request for Payment forms to record each 
change as a separate item of work, and to record the adjusted Contract Sum. 

B. Periodically revise the Construction Schedule to reflect each change in Contract Time. 

1. Revise subschedules to show changes for other items of work affected by changes. 

C. Upon completion of work under a Change Order, enter pertinent changes in Record 
Documents.

4. Beginning with the second Application for Payment, each Application shall include an 
affidavit of Contractor stating that all previous progress payments received on account 
of the Work have been applied to discharge Contractor’s legitimate obligations 
associated with prior Applications for Payment. 

D. Retainage 

1. In accordance with ORC Section 153.12 partial payments to the Contractor for labor 
performed under either a unit or lump sum price contract shall be made at the rate of 
ninety-two per cent of the estimates prepared by the Contractor and approved by the 
Engineer. All labor performed after the job is fifty per cent completed shall be paid for 
at the rate of one hundred per cent of the estimates submitted by the Contractor and 
approved by the Engineer.   

2. When the major portion of the project is substantially completed and occupied, or in 
use, or otherwise accepted, and there exists no other reason to withhold retainage, the 
retained percentages held in connection with such portion shall be released and paid to 
the contractor, withholding only that amount necessary to assure completion.

A. When the Owner requires substantiating data, submit suitable information, with a cover 
letter identifying.

1.2 SUMMARY 

A. This Section specifies the general methods and requirements of submissions applicable to 
Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples, Mock Ups, and Schedules.  Additional general 
submission requirements are contained in Paragraphs 6.24 and 6.25 of the General 
Conditions. Detailed submittal requirements are specified in the technical Sections. 

B. All submittals shall be clearly identified by reference to Section Number, Paragraph, 
Drawing Number or Detail as applicable.  Submittals shall be clear and legible and of 
sufficient size for presentation of data. 

1.3 SHOP DRAWINGS, PRODUCT DATA, SAMPLES   

A. Shop Drawings 

1. Contractor shall submit complete information by each specification section. A 
complete submittal shall include all items listed under the submittal heading for each 
specification section.  

2. Shop drawings as specified in individual Sections shall include, but is not limited to, 
manufacture data, drawings, and technical data sheets; color charts and samples; 
manufacture instructions; warranties; applicator and employee experience and 
certifications; scheduled in information; actual shop work manufacturing instructions; 
custom templates; coordination drawings; individual system or equipment inspection 
and test reports; including performance curves and certifications; as applicable to the 
work. 

3. All submittals shall be by the General Contractor.  Information prepared by 
subcontractors shall be sent directly to the General Contractor for checking and 
submission.   

4. Check all shop drawings regarding measurements, size of members, materials and 
details to make sure that they conform to the intent of the Drawings and related 
Sections.  Return shop drawings found to be inaccurate or otherwise in error to the 
subcontractors for correction before submission thereof. 

5. All details on shop drawings shall show clearly the relation of the various parts to the 
main members and lines of the structure and where correct fabrication of the work 
depends upon field measurements, such measurements shall be made and noted on the 
drawings before being submitted. 
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B. Product Data 

1. Product data as specified in individual Sections include, standard prepared data for 
manufactured products (sometimes referred to as catalog data), such as the 
manufacturer's product specification and installation instructions, availability of colors 
and patterns, manufacturer's printed statements of compliances and applicability, 
roughing in diagrams and templates, catalog cuts, product photographs, standard 
wiring diagrams, printed performance curves and operational range diagrams, 
production or quality control inspection and test reports and certifications, mill reports, 
product operating and maintenance instructions and recommended spare parts listing 
and printed product warranties, as applicable to the work. 

C. Samples 

1. Samples specified in individual Sections include, physical examples of the work such 
as sections of manufactured or fabricated work, small cuts or containers of materials, 
complete units of repetitively used products, color/texture/pattern swatches and range 
sets, specimens for coordination of visual effect, graphic symbols and units of work to 
be used by the Owner for independent inspection and testing, as applicable to the work. 

1.4 CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

A. Review shop drawings, product data and samples, including those by subcontractors, prior 
to submission to determine and verify the following: 

1. Field measurements 

2. Filed construction criteria. 

3. Catalog numbers and similar data. 

4. Conformance with related Sections. 

B. Notify the Owner in writing, at the time of submittal, of any deviations in the submittals 
from the requirements of the Contract Documents. 

C. The review and approval of shop drawings, samples or product data by the Owner shall 
not relieve the Contractor from the responsibility for the fulfillment of the terms of the 
Contract.  All risks of error and omission are assumed by the Contractor and the Owner 
will have no responsibility therefore. 

D. No portion of the work requiring a shop drawing, sample, or product data shall be started 
nor shall any materials be fabricated or installed prior to the approval or qualified approval 
of such item.  Fabrication performed, materials purchased or on site construction 
accomplished which does not conform to approved shop drawings and data shall be at the 
Contractor's risk.  The Owner will not be liable for any expense or delay due to corrections 
or remedies required to accomplish conformity. 

E. Project work, materials, fabrication, and installation shall conform with approved shop 
drawings, applicable samples, and product data. 

1.5 SUBMITTAL PROCEDURES 
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A. Submittal Schedule: 

1. Prepare and submit a Submittal schedule that identifies the following for each 
Submittal: 

a. Submittal Number 

b. Submittal Description 

c. Projected date Submittal will be submitted. 

B. Submittal Identification Numbering – The Contractor shall utilize an 8-character submittal 
identification numbering Format SSSSS-NN-V in the following manner: 

1. SSSSS shall be the applicable Section Number. 

2. NN shall be the number 01 to 99 to sequentially number each initial separate item or 
drawing submitted under each specific Section Number. 

3. V, the last character shall be a letter, A to Z, indicating the submission, or resubmission 
of the same Drawing, i.e., “A”=1st submission, “B”=2nd submission, “C”=3rd 
submission, etc. A typical submittal number would be as follows:

C. Delivery Method: 

1. Submittals may be delivered as paper copies or electronic files at Contractor’s option.  

2. Advise Engineer of delivery method to be used at the preconstruction meeting. 

3. Paper Copies: 

a. Unless otherwise indicated, submit 2 copies of each Submittal. 

b. One copy of each Action Submittal will be returned to Contractor. 

c. Extra copies submitted by Contractor will be discarded. 

4. Electronic Files: 

a. Unless otherwise indicated, submit 1 copy of each Submittal in PDF format. 

b. Scanned Submittals shall be produced in such a way as to not compromise the 
graphic quality or accuracy of scale, where applicable; and text shall be searchable. 

c. One copy of each Action Submittal will be returned to the Contractor. 

d. Submittals may be transmitted via electronic mail (e-mail) or on a CD or DVD. 
Submittals that are transmitted electronically may be returned electronically at the 
Engineer’s discretion.  

5. Transmit Submittals to party and address identified by Engineer at preconstruction 
meeting. 

D. Coordination and Timing: Coordinate preparation and processing of Submittals with 
performance of construction activities. Contractor is responsible for cost of delays caused 
by lack of coordination or tardiness of Submittals. Incomplete submittals will be rejected. 
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1. Coordinate each Submittal with fabrication, purchasing, testing, delivery, other 
Submittals, and related activities that require sequential activity. 

2. Coordinate transmittal of different types of Submittals for related parts of the Work so 
processing will not be delayed because of need to review submittals concurrently for 
coordination. 

a. Engineer reserves the right to withhold action on a Submittal requiring 
coordination with other Submittals until related Submittals are received. 

E. Processing Time: Allow 15 full working days for Engineer to review each Submittal, 
including Resubmittals. Time for review shall commence on Engineer’s receipt of 
Submittal. No extension of the Contract Time will be authorized because of failure to 
transmit Submittals enough in advance of the Work to permit processing, including 
Resubmittals. Engineer will advise Contractor when a Submittal being processed must be 
delayed for coordination.  

F. Identification: Place a permanent label on each Submittal or generate a separate cover 
sheet. 

1. Indicate the name of firm or entity that prepared Submittal. 

2. Provide space to record Contractor’s review and approval markings and action taken 
by Engineer. 

3. Include the following information: 

a. Project Name. 

b. Date 

c. Name and address of Engineer. 

d. Name and address of Contractor. 

e. Name and address of Subcontractor(s). 

f. Name and address of Supplier(s). 

g. Name of Manufacturer. 

h. Submittal Number (as specified in article 1.4.B of this Section) 

i. Drawing Number and detail references, as applicable. 

j. Location(s) where product is to be installed, as applicable. 

k. Other necessary identification 

G. Deviations: Encircle or otherwise specifically identify deviations from the Contract 
Documents on Submittals. Submittals that include deviations that are not identified may 
be rejected. Engineer may or may not consider deviations. Deviations are not substitutions.  

H. Transmittal: Package each Submittal individually and appropriately for transmittal and 
handling. Transmit each Submittal using a transmittal form. Engineer will reject 
Submittal(s) received from sources other than Contractor. 

I. Resubmittals: Make Resubmittals in same form and number of copies as initial Submittal.  

1. Note date and content of previous Submittal. 
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2. Clearly identify additions and revisions.  

3. Resubmit Submittals until they are marked, “Approved” or “Approved with Changes 
Noted.” 

J. Distribution: Furnish copies of Submittals with mark indicating “Approved” or “Approved 
with Changes Noted” to manufacturers, subcontractors, suppliers, fabricators, installers, 
authorities having jurisdiction, and others as necessary for performance of construction 
activities. 

K. Use for Construction: Unless otherwise indicated by Engineer, use only Submittals with 
mark indicating, “Approved” or “Approved with Changes Noted.”

2. Sheet Size: Submit Shop Drawings on sheets at least 8-1/2-inches by 11-inches but no 
larger than 36- inches by 48-inches. 

3. Maintain copy of returned Submittal for Project records.  
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C. Product Data: Collect information into a single Submittal for each element of construction 
and type of product or equipment. 

1. If information must be specially prepared for Submittal because standard printed data 
are not suitable for use, submit as Shop Drawings and, not as Product Data. 

2. Mark each copy of each Submittal to indicate which products and options are 
applicable. 

3. Include the following information, as applicable: 

a. Manufacturer’s written recommendations. 

b. Manufacturer’s product specifications. 

c. Manufacturer’s installation instructions. 

d. Color charts as required by individual Specification Sections. 

e. Manufacturer’s catalog cuts. 

f. Wiring diagrams showing factory-installed wiring.  

g. Printed performance curves. 

h. Operational range diagrams. 

i. Mill reports. 

j. Standard product operation and maintenance manuals. 

k. Compliance with specified reference standards. 

l. Testing by recognized testing agency. 

m. Application of testing agency labels and seals. 

n. Notation of coordination requirements. 

4. Submit Product Data before or concurrent with Samples. 

5. Maintain copy of returned Submittal for Project Records. 

D. Samples: Submit Samples for review of kind, color, pattern, and texture for a check of 
these characteristics with other elements, and for a comparison of these characteristics 
between Submittal and actual component as delivered and installed. 

1. Transmit Samples that contain multiple, related components, such as accessories, 
together in one Submittal package. 

2. Identification: On unexposed side of Samples, attach label that includes the following: 
a. Generic description of Sample. 

b. Product name and name of Manufacturer 

c. Sample source 

d. Number and title of appropriate Specification Section. 

3. Samples from Verification: Submit full-size units or Samples of size indicated, 
prepared from same material to be used for the Work, cured and finished in manner 
specified, physically identical with material or product proposed for use, and that show 
full range of color and texture variations expected. 

4.  Samples include, but are not limited to, the following: Partial sections of manufactured 
or fabricated components; small cuts or containers of materials; complete units of 
repetitively used materials; swatches showing color, texture, and pattern; color range 
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sets; and components used for independent testing and inspection. 

5. Number of Samples: Unless otherwise indicated, submit 2 sets of Samples. Engineer 
will retain 1 Sample Set; remainder will be returned. 

a. Submit a single Sample where assembly details, workmanship, fabrication 
techniques, connections, operation, and other similar characteristics are to be 
demonstrated.  

b. If variation in color, pattern, texture, or other characteristic is inherent in material 
or product represented by a Sample, submit at least three sets of paired units that 
show approximate limits of variations.  

6. Disposition: Maintain sets of approved Samples at Site, available for quality-control 
comparisons throughout the course of construction activity. Sample sets may be used 
by Engineer to determine final acceptance of construction associated with each set. 

a. Samples that may be incorporated into the Work are indicated in individual 
Specification Sections. Such Samples shall be in an undamaged condition at the 
time of Substantial Completion. 

b. Samples not incorporated into the Work, or otherwise designated to become 
Owner’s property, are the property of the Contractor.  

2.2 INFORMATIONAL SUBMITTALS   

A. General: Prepare and submit Informational Submittals required by individual Specification 
Sections. Do not use highlighting that would not be reproducible. 

B. Certificates and Certifications: Provide a notarized statement that includes signature of 
entity responsible for preparing certification. Certificates and certifications shall be signed 
by an officer or other individual authorized to sign documents on behalf of that entity.  

C. Qualification Data: Prepare written information that demonstrates capabilities and 
experience of firm or person. Include lists of completed projects with project names and 
addresses, names and addresses of architects/engineers and owners, and other information 
specified. 

D. Installer Certificates: Prepare written statements on Manufacturer’s letterhead certifying 
that Installer complies with requirements in the Contract Documents and, where required, 
is authorized by Manufacturer for this Project. 

E. Manufacturer Certificates: Prepare written statements on Manufacturer’s letterhead 
certifying that Manufacturer complies with requirements in the Contract Documents. 
Include evidence of manufacturing experience where required. 

F. Product Certificates: Prepare written statements on Manufacturer’s letterhead certifying 
that product complies with requirements in the Contract documents. 

G. Material Certificates: Prepare written statements on Manufacturer’s letterhead certifying 
that material complies with requirements in the Contract documents. 

H. Material Test Reports: Prepare reports written by a qualified testing agency, on testing 
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agency’s standard form, indicating and interpreting test results of material for compliance 
with requirements in the Contract Documents.  

I. Product Test Results: Prepare written reports indicating current product produced by 
Manufacturer complies with requirements in the Contract Documents. Base reports on 
evaluation of test performed by Manufacturer and witnessed by a qualified testing agency, 
or on comprehensive tests performed by qualified testing agency.  

J. Research/Evaluation Reports: Prepare written evidence, from a model code organization 
acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction, that product complies with building code in 
effect for Project.

K. Preconstruction Test Reports: Prepare reports written by a qualified testing agency, on 
testing agency's standard form, indicating and interpreting results of tests performed before 
installation of product, for compliance with performance requirements in the Contract 
Documents. 

L. Compatibility Test Reports: Prepare reports written by a qualified testing agency, on 
testing agency's standard form, indicating and interpreting results of compatibility tests 
performed before installation of product. Include written recommendations for primers and 
substrate preparation needed for adhesion. 

M. Field Test Reports: Prepare reports written by a qualified testing agency, on testing 
agency's standard form, indicating and interpreting results of field tests performed either 
during installation of product or after product is installed in its final location, for 
compliance with requirements in the Contract Documents. 

N. Manufacturer's Instructions: Prepare written or published information that documents 
Manufacturer's recommendations, guidelines, and procedures for installing or operating a 
product or equipment. Include name of product and name, address, and telephone number 
of Manufacturer. Include the following, as applicable: 

1. Preparation of substrates. 

2. Required substrate tolerances. 

3. Sequence of installation or erection. 

4. Required installation tolerances. 

5. Required adjustments. 
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6. Recommendations for cleaning and protection. 

O. Manufacturer's Field Reports: Prepare written information documenting tests and 
inspections of factory authorized service representative. Include the following, as 
applicable: 

1. Name, address, and telephone number of factory-authorized service representative 
making report. 

2. Statement of substrate condition and acceptability of substrate for installation or 
application of product. 

3. Statement that products at Site comply with requirements. 

4. Summary of installation procedures being followed, whether they comply with 
requirements and, if not, what corrective action was taken. 

5. Results of operational and other tests and a statement of whether observed performance 
complies with requirements. 

6. Statement whether conditions, products, and installation will affect warranty. 

7. Document settings in writing. 

8. Other required items indicated in individual Specification Sections. 

P. Safety Data Sheets (SDSs): Submit information directly to Owner; do not submit to 
Engineer. 

1. Engineer will not review Submittals that include SDSs and will return the entire 
Submittal for Resubmittal. 

PART 3 – EXECUTION  

3.1 CONTRACTOR’S REVIEW 

A. Review each Submittal and check for coordination with other work of the Contract and for 
compliance with the Contract Documents. Verify field dimensions and conditions; note 
corrections as necessary.

2. Approved with Changes Noted: Upon incorporation of review comments, it appear that 
Submittal will conform to the information given in the Contract Documents and be 
compatible with the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole as 
indicated by the Contract Documents. 

3. Revise and Resubmit: Submittal has one or more specific segments that are 
incomplete, do not appear to conform to the information given in the Contract 
Documents, or are incompatible with the design concept of the completed Project as a 
functioning whole as indicated by the Contract Documents. Contractor shall resubmit 
information for review to demonstrate understanding of comments and portions of 
Work to be provided. Except as noted, Contractor shall not proceed with work related 
to Submittal. 

4. Rejected: Submittal as a whole is incomplete, does not appear to conform to the 
information given in the Contract Documents, or is incompatible with the design 
concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole as indicated by the Contract 
Documents. Contractor shall resubmit information for review to demonstrate 
understanding of comments and portions of Work to be provided. Contractor shall not 
proceed with work related to Submittal. 

B. Informational Submittals: Other Submittals required by the Contract Documents for 
information only. Engineer will acknowledge receipt of Information Submittals. Such 
Submittals include, but are not limited to: 

1. Qualifications Data. 

2. Certificates. 

3. Test Reports 

4. Manufacturer’s Instructions. 

5. Maintenance Data. 

6. Field Reports. 

C. Submittals not required by the Contract Documents will be returned without being 
reviewed. 

D. Partial Submittals are not acceptable, will be considered non-responsive, and will be 
rejected.

WARRANTIES AND BONDS  

PART 1 – GENERAL

1.2 RELATED WORK

B. Specific requirements for warranties for the work, products, and installations that are

1.3 SUBMITTALS 

A. Submit written warranties to the Owner prior to the date fixed by the Engineer for 
Substantial Completion.  If the Certificate of Substantial Completion designates a 
commencement date for warranties other than the date of Substantial Completion for the 
work, or a designation portion of the work, submit written warranties upon request of the 
Owner.  

B. When a designated portion of the work is completed and occupied or used by the Owner, 
by separate agreement with the Contractor during the construction period, submit properly 
executed warranties to the Owner within 15 days of completion of that designated portion 
of the work.  

C. When a special warranty is required to be executed by the Contractor, or the Contractor 
and a subcontractor, supplier or manufacturer, prepare a written document that contains 
appropriate terms and identification, ready for execution by the required parties. Submit a 
draft to the Engineer for approval prior to final execution.  

D. Refer to individual Sections for specific content requirements for submittal of special 
warranties. 

E. At Final Completion compile two copies of each required warranty and bond properly 
executed by the Contractor, or by the Contractor, subcontractor, supplier, or manufacturer.  
Organize the warranty documents into an orderly sequence based on the table of contents 
of the Project Manual. 

F. Bond warranties and bonds in heavy-duty, commercial quality, durable 3-ring vinyl 
covered loose-leaf binders, thickness as necessary to accommodate contents and sized to 
receive 8-1/2-inch by 11-inch paper. 

G. Table of Contents: Neatly typed, in the sequence of the Table of Contents of the Project 
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Manual, with each item identified with the number and title of the Section in which 
specified and the name of the product or work item.  

H. Provide heavy paper dividers with celluloid covered tabs for each separate warranty. Mark 
the tab to identify the product or installation. Provide a typed description of the product or 
installation, including the name of the products and the name, address and telephone 
number of the installer, supplier, and manufacturer.  

I. Identify each binder on the front and the spine with the typed title “Warranties and Bonds”, 
the project title or name and the name, address, and telephone number of the Contractor. 

J. When operating and maintenance manuals are required for warranted construction, provide 
additional copies of each required warranty, as necessary, for inclusion in each required 
manual.  

1.4 WARRANTY REQUIREMENT  

A. Related Damages and Losses: When correcting warranted work that has failed, remove 
and replace other work that has been damaged as a result of such failure or that must be 
removed and replaced to provide access for correction of warranted work. 

B. Reinstatement of Warranty: When work covered by a warranty has failed and been 
corrected by replacement or rebuilding, reinstate the warranty by written endorsement. The 
reinstated warranty shall be equal to the original warranty with an equitable adjustment for 
depreciation.  

C. Replacement Cost: Upon determination that work covered by a warranty has failed, replace 
or rebuild the work to an acceptable condition complying with requirements of Contract 
Documents. The Contractor is responsible for the cost of replacing or rebuilding defective 
work regardless of whether the Owner has benefited for use of the work through a portion 
of its anticipated useful service life.  

D. Owner’s Recourse: Written warranties made to the Owner are in addition to implied 
warranties, and shall not limit the duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise 
available under the law, nor shall warranty periods be interpreted as limitations on time in 
which the Owner can enforce such other duties, obligations, rights, or remedies.  

E. Rejection of Warranties: The Owner reserves the right to reject warranties and to limit 
selections to products with warranties not in conflict with requirements of the contract 
Documents.  

F. Disclaimers and Limitations: Manufacturer’s disclaimers and limitations on product 
warranties do not relieve the Contractor of the warranty on the work that incorporates the 
products, nor does it relieve suppliers, manufacturers and subcontractors required to 
countersign special warranties with the Contractor.  

G. Separate Prime Contracts: Each Prime Contractor is responsible for warranties related to 
its own Contract. 

1.5 DEFINITIONS  
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A. Standard Product Warranties are preprinted written warranties published by individual 
manufacturers for particular products and are specifically endorsed by the manufacturer to 
the Owner. 

B. Special Warranties are written warranties required by or incorporated in the Contract 
Documents, either to extend the time limits provided by standard warranties or to provide 
greater rights to the Owner.

WATER SUPPLY WELLS 

PART 1 – GENERAL  

1.1 DESCRIPTION  

A. This project consists of providing all labor, equipment, materials, and other services 
necessary to construct and develop two 16-inch diameter raw water wells at Warren 
County’s Middletown Junction Wellfield.  Each well shall be capable of producing 
approximately 1,000 to 1,500 gallons per minute (gpm), drilled to a depth of 
approximately 85 and 92 feet below ground surface (ft. bgs), equipped with 20-foot 
stainless steel screens, and developed with a Parry Sand gravel-packed filter column.  
The location of the wellfield is shown in Exhibit A and the concept plan for the fully 
developed wellfield is included in Exhibit B.   

B. The existing Middletown Junction Wellfield is equipped with six monitoring wells for 
hydrogeologic characterization purposes. The monitor wells were constructed of 2-inch 
diameter schedule 40 PVC with 20-foot length of screen with 20-slot openings.  The 
contractor shall take all necessary precautions to avoid damaging the wells and the wells 
shall be used to collect ground water level measurements during well development and 
testing.  A summary of the monitoring well information is contained in Table 1 below.

C. The work to be completed shall not be limited to the exact extent described in the 
specifications but shall include all incidental work necessary and customary for 
completion of the project.  

D. The Contractor shall be responsible for the movement of their drilling equipment, 
materials, and supplies on and off the site, as required, and shall take all necessary 
measures to minimize damage to the property.  The wellfield shall be accessed from the 
Ohio Department of Natural Resource (ODNR) scenic bike trail with ingress obtained 
from the South Lebanon trail location.  Contractor shall take precautions to not damage 
the approximately 6,500 feet of paved trail that leads to the wellfield and shall coordinate 
all equipment and material transport with the ODNR Park Manager, Mike Norman (937-
382-1096).  Contractor shall coordinate all work with ODNR a minimum two weeks 
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prior to mobilizing equipment.  Trail closures will not be permitted.  Any and all damage 
caused to the trail shall be repaired by the Contractor at no cost to the Owner.     

E. All work shall be in accordance with these specifications, the Warren County Water and 
Sewer Standard Details, and current Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) 
Water Well Standards. In the event of any discrepancy between these specifications and 
OEPA Standards, the OEPA Standards will take precedence.   

F. Potable Water Well drilling and installation work for this project includes: 

1. Drilling and installation of two 16-inch diameter production wells that meet all Ohio 
public water supply standards. Drilling for well installation to be accomplished by 
cable tool method only. 

2. Prepare drilling and well construction records during well installation. 

3. Collection of soil samples during drilling. 

4. Well filter pack installation. 

5. Well development of the existing and two new wells. 

6. Step-drawdown pumping test of existing and two new wells. 

7. Extended duration constant rate pumping test of existing and two new wells. 

8. Water quality testing of existing and two new wells. 

1.2 QUALIFICATIONS 

A. The Contractor shall be a registered well driller in the State of Ohio by the Ohio 
Department of Health and shall be in compliance with all state and local regulations.  

B. The Contractor shall have constructed not less than five (5) similar wells within the past 
five (5) years and shall maintain at least one full time crew specializing in the 
construction, repair and rehabilitation of water wells. 

C. All workmen shall be full-time permanent employees of the Contractor. No 
subcontracting of services directly related to the drilling and construction of this well will 
be allowed without prior authorization by the Engineer. 

D. The equipment used for the work shall be in first class condition, be of a size and capacity 
as required to do the work properly and expeditiously. The Owner/Inspector reserves the 
right to order equipment removed from the job site if it does not conform to these 
requirements, and to require the Contractor to furnish equipment suitable for the work. 

1.3 QUALITY ASSURANCE 

A. As applicable, all procedures shall conform to the State of Ohio Technical Guidance for 
Well Construction and Ground Water Protection (2000), AWWA A100-84, Ten States 
Standards requirements, and National Ground Water Association recommendations. 
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B. As applicable, the construction and materials of the work shall conform to AWWA A100 
and the State of Ohio Technical Guidance for Well Construction and Ground Water 
Protection (2000) and applicable parts of OAC 3745-09. 

1.4 PROTECTION 

A. The Contractor shall use all means necessary to protect the well and materials before, 
during, and after installation and to protect the installed work and materials of all other 
trades.  

B. If the well is filled with debris or otherwise damaged during the course of the work, 
correction of the damage shall be accomplished by the Contractor at no additional cost 
to the Owner.  

C. A suitable plug or cap for the well shall be provided on the well casing until such time 
as the pumping unit is installed by others during a future project. 

1.5 PRE-BID INVESTIGATION 

A. Each bidder shall carefully examine the location of the proposed work, the proposals, 
plans, specifications, work conditions, access limitations, etc. to ensure that they 
understand the nature and location of the work before submitting a bid.  

B. The submission of a bid shall be considered evidence that the bidder has made such 
examination and is satisfied as to the conditions to be encountered in performing the 
work and the requirements of the site, plans and specifications.  

C. No allowance or compensation will be made for lack of knowledge concerning such 
conditions after the contract is signed.  

D. Failure by the Contractor to acquaint themselves with all aspects of the work to be 
performed, including the physical conditions of the site and all the available information, 
will not be grounds for releasing the bidder from properly estimating the difficulty or 
cost of successfully performing the work and the obligation of fulfilling the intent of this 
contract. 

E. Perspective bidders may investigate the well site during scheduled appointments to 
determine any condition(s) that may affect their costs. Site access can be gained by 
scheduling an appointment with Chris Brausch, Chris.Brausch@co.warren.oh.us (513-
695-1193), at least two full working days prior to the desired appointment date. 

1.6 SUBSURFACE INVESTIGATION 

A. The County performed subsurface investigations of the Middletown Junction Property 
from November 2022 to August 2023.  The work included site characterization of the 
property to bedrock with soil borings to investigate nature, thickness, and quality of the 
unconsolidated deposits overlying bedrock at the site.  The work included seven 
exploratory soil borings using rotosonic drilling method.     

B. Additional subsurface investigations may be performed at the sole risk of the Contractor 
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and any existing or new investigations do not guarantee soil conditions that are free of 
boulders, brick, block, etc. 

1.7 SUBMITTALS  

A. Contractor Equipment including information on the cable tool drilling equipment, surge 
block, and test pumps. 

B. Contractor personnel experience statements including list of personnel, experience, 
welding certificates, etc.   

C. Product Data:  Provide manufacturer’s technical data and shop drawings for specified 
products 

1. Filter Pack 

2. Stainless Steel Screen 

3. Well Casing  

4. Grout 

D. Geological Sampling Results 

1. Sieve analysis testing laboratory results  

E. Plumbness and alignment test results. 

F. Well driller daily reports and ODNR well log report  

G. Safety Data Sheets for all chemicals to be used during the project. 

1.8 DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING 

A. Schedule delivery so that equipment can be installed immediately following delivery and 
so that they occur during normal working hours. The Contractor shall be responsible for 
accepting and inspecting all deliveries.  

B. Storage and handling of materials shall be in strict accordance with the manufacturer's 
instructions. The Contractor shall assume full responsibility for the protection and 
safekeeping of equipment stored on premises. Materials shall be kept clean during 
storage and free of all contamination. 
 

C. Bike trails, private drives, lawns, grass plots or other private property shall not be used 
for storage purposes without written permission of the County or other entity in 
possession or control of such premises. 

1.9 PROTECTION OF PROPERTY 

A. The Contractor shall be responsible for protection of property during the course of the 
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work. The Contractor shall ensure that the work area is secured at the end of each 
workday.  

B. At all times during the work, the Contractor shall keep the premises clean and orderly, 
and upon completion of the work, repair all damage of structures and/or grounds caused 
by equipment and leave the project free of rubbish or excess material of any kind.  

C. Contractor shall restore disturbed areas to their original condition after installation of the 
well. 

1.10 CONTRACTOR WORK HOURS 

A. The Contractor’s use of the site will be limited to normal working hours, Monday through 
Friday, unless otherwise authorized by the County project manager.  

1.11 CLEAN-UP 

A. The Contractor shall remove from the site all debris as it accumulates. Upon completion 
of work, all materials, equipment, waste, and debris of every sort shall be removed and 
work areas shall be left clean, neat, and orderly. 

1.12 RECORD DRAWINGS & LOGS 

A. The contractor shall provide one hard copy set and one electronic set of the following to 
the County prior to the release of retainage and final payment: 

1. Formation Logs 

2. Well Data Sheet Forms 

3. Sieve Analyses 

4. Pump Tests, both tabular and graph form 

5. ODNR well logs. 

1.13 SAFETY 

A. The Contractor is fully responsible for job safety.  

B. The Contractor shall comply with safe working practices and all health and safety 
regulations of Federal OSHA, state, and local health regulatory agencies. 

1.14 SPILLS, LEAKS, RELEASES 

A. The Contractor shall clean up any spills associated with vehicles or onsite fueling.  

B. The Contractor shall notify the County no later than 30 minutes following any spill, leak, 
or release.  

C. Any Regulated Substance which escapes containment and contacts the soil, catch basin 
or waterway shall be immediately remediated.  
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D. Any impacted soil will be removed and properly disposed of at the expense of the 
Contractor. 

1.15 FUELING / CHEMICAL MANAGEMENT  

A. Storage tanks shall be double walled. 

B. Any container greater than or equal to 55-gallons shall be contained secondarily; 
containment system shall be capable of containing 150% of the container contents. 

1.16 WARRANTY 

A. The Contractor shall provide all labor, tools, materials, equipment, testing and incidentals 
required to construct two new potable water public supply wells as outlined herein. The 
new wells and all materials supplied shall be warranted for a period of one (1) year by 
the Contractor and all material suppliers. The manufacturer’s warranty period shall run 
concurrently with the Contractor’s warranty period. The warranty period shall commence 
on the date of final acceptance in writing by the Owner.  

B. The materials shall be warranted to be free from defects in workmanship and design. Any 
material that fails during the warranty period shall be replaced and the unit(s) restored to 
service at no expense to the Owner. 

PART 2 – PRODUCTS 

2.1 SCREEN

B. Material 

1. The screen and fittings shall be constructed entirely of type 304 stainless steel. 

C. Type 

1. The screen shall be wire-wound continuous V-slot fabricated of cold drawn triangular 
wire wound around an internal array of longitudinal support bars.  The outer winding 
of wire shall circumscribe the bars in a helical fashion thus forming the screen surface 
and shall be fused to the bars at each bar/wire intersection by the electrical resistance 
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welding process.  

2. Screen shall be fabricated as one continuously wrapped screen section with no mid-
weld and equipped with weld rings at each end and attached directly to the casing. 

3. For estimation purposes, the screen slot size is estimated to be 100-slot.  This slot 
size estimate may need to be changed by the Contractor depending upon actual 
subsurface conditions encountered at the time of drilling. The Contractor shall verify 
that the proposed 100-slot screen design is correct and applicable for the new 
production well.  To confirm the slot size of the well screen, sieve analysis shall be 
run on the samples collected at 5-foot intervals within the borehole throughout the 
proposed screen section. The Contractor is responsible for selecting the most 
appropriate screen slot size which will maximize water production while minimizing 
the number of fines drawn from the formation into the well. The inlet velocity of the 
screen shall be equal to or less than 0.1 feet per second at the OEPA permanent pump 
design rate. All sieve analyses shall be typed and presented to the Engineer for 
approval along with support calculations for the recommended screen slot size and 
location prior to ordering the screen. 

D. Manufacturer 

1. The screen shall be regularly manufactured by Johnson Screens, Inc. or approved 
equal. 

E. Fittings 

1. The screen shall be provided with such fittings as are necessary to seal the screen to 
the casing and a stainless-steel plate on the well bottom. 

2. All fittings or other appurtenances shall be of the weight, and material type of the 
screen furnished. 

F. Filter Pack 

1. Due to the presence of silt seams in the aquifer formation, a manmade filter of coarse 
quartz sand is required for the screen filter pack in lieu of a natural filter pack. A filter 
pack consisting of #2 (3.19 mm media size) quartz sand is proposed for the new well.   

2. Sand shall be ANSI/AWWA B100-96 approved and NSF certified to Standard 61 
and shall be a product of the Parry Company, Chillicothe Ohio a water filtration 
products manufacturer.  

3. A different screen filter pack may be designed and substituted at the discretion of the 
Contractor, at no additional cost to the Owner.  If a different screen filter pack is 
utilized, it shall be designed and constructed with the most appropriate screen slot 
size which will maximize water production while minimizing the number of fines 
drawn from the formation into the well. Any filter pack design must allow the well 
to produce in excess of 1,000 gpm with a screen entrance velocity of less than 0.1 
feet per second.  All analyses for the filter pack design shall be typed and presented 
to the Consulting Engineer/Hydrogeologist for approval prior to ordering the screen.  

4. The filter pack shall extend a minimum of four feet above the screen. 
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5. The filter pack shall be no less than three inches thick and no more than six inches 
thick to facilitate proper well development. 

2.2 WELL CASING 

A. All well casings shall be suitable for use in a potable well system as required in OAC 
3745-9-05. All well casings shall be new, unused steel pipe having perfect roundness and 
uniform wall thickness and shall at a minimum conform to the AWWA Standards A100-
84.  Centralizers and couplings (if utilized) shall be of the same material and of identical 
grade as the pipe. 

B. New steel casing pipe for the well will have a minimum wall thickness as described in 
Table 1 of OAC 3747-9-05(A)(5)(b).  Casing pipe shall be 304 Stainless Steel with wall 
thickness of 0.375 inch or schedule 40 low carbon steel with wall thickness of 0.5 inch.  

C. Di-electric couplings shall be installed between the stainless steel screen and the low 
carbon steel casing pipe.  The center of the coupling shall be equipped with an insulating 
sleeve that prevents dissimilar metals from making contact and causing corrosion of the 
casing.  Couplings shall be manufactured by Johnson Screens. 

D. Welding of casing pipe shall conform to all requirements specified in OAC 3745-9-05 
(A)(5)(vii). 

E. Actual depths of casing installation shall be determined based upon aquifer conditions 
encountered during well construction. Well casing height above finished grade shall be 
at least twelve inches. 

F. The casing materials and requirements are the preferred method for well completion. 
Should the Contractor wish to construct the well using other casing weights or 
thicknesses the Contractor shall submit an Alternate Casing Schedule to the Engineer for 
review and approval. All casing material utilized must comply with Ohio EPA 
requirements and performance standards. 

2.3 GROUT 

A. All annular cement grout shall be a mixture of standard brand Portland cement 
conforming to the “Specifications for Portland Cement” (ASTM C150) Type II and 
potable water in accordance with Water Well Construction regulations OAC Chapter 
3745-9-10. Grout shall be proportioned of neat Portland cement and not more than 6.0 
gallons of water per sack of cement. In all circumstances the manufacturer’s mixing 
instructions shall be followed. The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining approval 
from the Engineer of any alternative mixes which may be proposed. 

2.4 DRILLING FLUID/MUD 

A. Drilling fluid/mud shall not be used during drilling operations to prevent clogging of the 
aquifer formation.   

B. In the event site conditions require drilling fluid/mud, the Contractor shall obtain 
approval from the Engineer prior to engaging said operations.  Containment of drilling 
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mud shall be through a separate reservoir or tub and not through the excavation of a 
subsurface pit. 

PART 3 – EXECUTION 

3.1 PRODUCTION WELL DRILLING AND CONSTRUCTION  

A. Contractor to drill and install two (2) 16-inch outer diameter potable production wells. 
The drilling and construction of this well is limited to using only cable tool methods. An 
appropriately sized cable tool rig and tools will be used to drill the well. The outwash 
sand & gravel aquifer occurs to a depth of 95 ft. bgs.  It is anticipated that the depth of 
the production wells will not exceed approximately 92 ft. bgs. because of the shale 
bedrock. 

B. After casing off the upper clay formation, install the 16-inch diameter potable water 
production well with a screen interval of 20-feet in length.  If the formation proves 
favorable for a longer screen interval, the driller will advise the Warren County Water 
and Sewer Department of the proposed, revised well design.   

3.2 DRILLING, CASING INSTALLATION METHOD  

A. The Contractor shall only use Ohio EPA Water Well Standards (OAC Rules 3745-9-01 
through 3745-9-09) and associated methods of construction. 

B. The drilling and construction of this well is limited to using only cable tool methods.  

C. The work performed must insure the proper installation of the specified well screen at 
the specified well depths. The final production well installation must be capable of 
producing groundwater free of sand and silt at a sustained rate of 1,000 gpm or greater.  

D. All field welding shall be performed in accordance with American Welding Society 
Standards. Each section of steel casing shall be joined to another section by butt welding 
in the field. The ends of each joint shall be machined perpendicular to the casing axis and 
beveled prior to welding. The casing joints shall be securely welded and shall be 
watertight. Special care shall be exercised to ensure a tight seal with straight and plumb 
casing. 

E. The contractor shall be responsible for hole straightness and plumbness to ensure the well 
casing and screen can be set and centered for final grouting. 

F. Casing and screen installations shall be accomplished in such a way as to prevent collapse 
or any deformation of the casing and/or screen. If any of the casing or screen should 
collapse, break or deform prior to well completion, it shall be withdrawn and replaced at 
the Contractor’s expense. 

3.3 GEOLOGIC SAMPLING  

A. Formation samples shall be collected at 5 feet intervals during the drilling at the onset of 
the aquifer (at approximately 30 feet bgs) to the bottom of the aquifer (at approximately 
92 feet bgs). The samples shall be collected by the Contractor and shall be placed in cloth 
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specimen bags supplied by the Contractor. The Contractor shall store the samples in a 
clean dry location at the site during all drilling activities. 

B. Sample bags shall be plainly marked with waterproof ink with the well identification, 
date, and depth from which the sample originated. One complete sample set shall be 
delivered to a certified testing laboratory for sieve analysis using ASTM D422.  A copy 
of the sieve analysis test results will be made available to the County and any of their 
consultants.  Recommended revisions to the proposed well screen design will be based 
on the formation particle size test results. 

3.4 DEMONSTRATION OF PLUMBNESS AND ALIGNMENT  

A. Plumbness and alignment testing shall be performed accordance with appendix D of 
standard "AWWA A100-97, Water Wells", February 1, 1998, catalog number 41100, or 
alternative procedures acceptable to the County. It shall be performed in the presence of 
the Engineer. 

B. Plumbness and alignment of the outer steel casing shall be demonstrated to a minimum 
depth of 90 feet, prior to installing the well screen and casing.  

C. Should the well not meet the requirements for plumbness and alignment as defined 
herein, Contractor will take such corrective measures as are necessary to meet these 
requirements. Should the Contractor fail to correct such faulty alignment or plumbness, 
the Engineer may determine the well unacceptable and direct the Contractor to abandon 
the well at the Contractor's expense and drill another hole. 

D. The Engineer may waive the specific requirements of plumbness and alignment if, in the 
Engineer’s judgment, the Contractor has exercised all possible care in constructing the 
well and the defect is due to circumstances beyond the Contractor's control and the utility 
of the completed well will not be materially affected. 

3.5 WELL DEVELOPMENT 

A. The Contractor shall furnish all labor, equipment and materials for setting up, and 
performing well development, and dismantling/removing the equipment following well 
development.  

B. All three wells (2 new, 1 existing (TW-2, See Exhibit A)) shall be developed.  The wells 
shall be developed until the water discharged is essentially free of suspended solids to 
obtain maximum well yield per foot of drawdown under sand-free, turbidity-free (less 
than 10 NTU) conditions. 

C. The Contractor shall develop the wells in two steps.  The first step of the development 
shall be carried on until the water from the well is relatively sand free to the satisfaction 
of the Engineer or for a maximum of 16 hours.  Surging shall be done by use of a double-
disk surge block and the surge block shall fit snugly in the well casing to insure efficient 
surging action. Periodically, the surge block will be removed and the fines and sediment 
will be bailed or pumped from the well.  The Engineer’s approval must be obtained before 
the next step of development is undertaken.   
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D. The surge tool shall contain two surge discs, each consisting of a rubber disc sized to 
within one half inch of the screen inside diameter sandwiched between two smaller 
diameter discs to attain an adequate rigidity.  The discs shall be located no further than 4 
feet apart if fixed, but can be less if methods are employed to raise and lower only the 
bottom disc in a repetitive cycle.  Minimum equipment requirements are that the 
equipment shall be capable of producing a rhythmic stroking action (as associated with 
standard percussion type drilling rigs).  The equipment to be utilized shall provide a 30-
inch vertical stroke or longer and be capable of operating through an adjustable range 
from 20 to 40 strokes per minute.  The surge tool itself, shall be capable of being lowered 
into the well screen with a complete string of pipe attached to the surface, to facilitate its 
required up and down movement. 

E. The second step in the development process done by use of the development/test pump 
capable of pumping up to 1,600 gpm.  During this phase of development, the test pump 
should be stopped and started frequently to provide a surging action. Development 
discharge water will be piped away from the wellhead. Over-pumping and surging shall 
take place for a minimum of 4 hours.   

F. If the water pumped from the well does not meet production or quality requirements, the 
Engineer may request that the Contractor remove the pump and redevelop the well by 
use of surge block and bailer, and then reinstall the pump and repeat the pumping phase 
of the development.  Well development shall be field monitored for turbidity and 
recorded by the Contractor at a minimum of 30-minute intervals. Final approval of well 
development (prior to water quality sampling for laboratory analysis) shall be determined 
by the Engineer. 

G. Sand content will be measured at 30-minute intervals throughout the development 
process. For this purpose, contractor shall provide a sand sampler as described in AWWA 
Specification A-100. 

3.6 DRILLING/DEVELOPMENT FLUIDS/CUTTINGS DISPOSAL 

A. Drilling fluid discharge shall be controlled by the Contractor. The Contractor shall 
provide a means for handling, conveying and/or containing the drilling and development 
fluid. No drilling, development or aquifer pump test fluids will be discharged to the Little 
Miami River. 

B. Following completion of the well, all solid drilling wastes (mud, grout, cuttings) shall be 
removed from the site by the Contractor and properly disposed off-site at Contractor’s 
expense.  

3.7 VIDEO SURVEY 

A. A downhole video survey shall be conducted after the well development. This video 
survey shall be conducted only when turbidity level allow a clear visual inspection of the 
interior of the well.  

B. The particular goals of the inspection activities include, but are not limited to, the 
following: 
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1. To visually determine the structural integrity of the well casing and screen and to 
assess the condition of the screen. 

2. To verify well construction information including depth to top of screen, screen 
length, and actual well depth. 

C. Provide two copies of all recordings, in color, to the County for review and permanent 
records. Specific measurements including the depth of the top of the well screen and 
comments on the screen conditions shall be made at the time the inspection in conducted 
in a manner clearly audible upon subsequent playing of the recording. 

3.8 AQUIFER PUMP TESTS 

A. Step-Drawdown Test (Three Wells Total) 

1. A 4-step drawdown pumping test will be completed in each well following 
development using the previously installed test pump. Contractor shall record the 
depth at which the test pump was set.  

2. Water level measurements shall be taken from the well being pumped starting from 
the static water level and continuing during drawdown to the nearest 0.1 foot, as 
measured from an identified datum.  

3. Water level measurements shall be collected at 1-minute intervals using transducers 
and data loggers throughout the well testing.  

4. Each step shall be run at a constant pumping rate for no less than two hours. 
Contractor to use the provided forms in Exhibit C for the step tests for QA/QC manual 
measurements. 

Recommended stepped pumping rates (gallons per minute) for each well shall be as 
follows: 

PWMJ-1 TW-2 PWMJ-3 
750 750 750

1,050 1,000 1,000
1,300 1,300 1,300
1,575 1,600 1,600

5. Pump testing shall cease immediately if water levels drop to the top of screen 
elevation. 

6. Discharge from the test will be disposed of via closed conduit to a drainage swale or 
other suitable discharge location at approximately 200 to 400 feet from the well as 
identified by the Engineer. 

7. Sand content will be measured at 30-minute intervals throughout the step- drawdown 
process. For this purpose, Contractor shall provide a sand sampler as described in 
AWWA Specification A-100. 

8. The Contractor shall furnish all labor, equipment, and materials for setting up and 
conducting the pumping portion of the test. The pumping system shall include pump, 
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hoses/discharge pipes, gate valve(s), fuel, and appurtenances with a capacity to 
discharge up to 1,600 gpm from a depth of 100 feet and a discharge pipe length up to 
400 feet. 

9. The Contractor will provide a 7-inch circular orifice weir installed at the end of the 
10-inch diameter pump discharge piping system to measure discharge and provide 
and install a manometer for the orifice meter to continuously measure pumping rates.  

10. The Contractor will install a 1-inch ID PVC plastic drop tube extending 10 feet below 
the bottom of the installed test pump in the pumping well casing for the purpose of 
measuring water levels during pumping tests. 

11. At the end of the pumping portion of the step drawdown test, the well will be allowed 
to recover for at least 12 hours before the start of the constant rate test. 

12. In the event the Contractor's pump test equipment or materials should fail and 
interrupt a test, the test will be restarted after recovery at the Contractor's expense. 
No additional compensation shall be paid to the Contractor for having to restart the 
test.  

a. All steps must be a minimum of 120 minutes in length, any changes to the 
pumping rate during the120 minutes should be considered an interruption of the 
test, no matter the length of time the change in pumping rate.  

13. Provide all datalogger test data to County in either Excel format or a format that can 
be imported into Excel. Also provide manual water level measurements as recorded 
by clean, legible copies of the Exhibit C field forms.  

B. Individual Well Constant Rate Test (Three Wells Total) 

1. Using the same equipment set-up as the step-drawdown test, a constant rate pump 
test shall be conducted for a minimum 24-hours pumping at 1.5 times the production 
well’s established safe capacity as determined by the step-drawdown test. The 
duration of the test will be based on the Engineer’s evaluation of the aquifer 
drawdown data/measurements. 

2. Water level measurements shall be collected at timed intervals through the well 
testing in accordance with the pump test field sheet provided in the Ohio EPA 
Guidelines for Design of Small Public Ground Water Systems, June 2023 (as 
provided in Exhibit C).  

3. In the event the Contractor's pump test equipment or materials should fail and 
interrupt a test, the test will be restarted, following full recovery at the Contractor's 
expense. No additional compensation shall be paid to the Contractor for having to 
restart the test. 

4. Provide all datalogger test data to County in either Excel format or a format that can 
be imported into Excel. Also provide manual water level measurements as recorded 
by clean, legible copies of the constant rate test field sheet as provided in Exhibit C. 

C. Two Well Simultaneous Operation Constant Rate Test (Single Test) 
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1. Using the same equipment set-up as the step-drawdown and constant rate test, an 
additional constant rate pump test shall be conducted for a minimum 72-hours with 
two wells simultaneously pumping at the production well’s established safe capacity 
as determined by Owner. The duration of the test will be based on the Owner’s 
evaluation of the aquifer drawdown data/measurements. 

2. Water level measurements shall be collected from both wells at timed intervals 
through the well testing in accordance with the pump test field sheet provided in the 
Ohio EPA Guidelines for Design of Small Public Ground Water Systems, June 2023 
(as provided in Exhibit C).  

3. In the event the Contractor's pump test equipment or materials should fail and 
interrupt a test, the test will be restarted, following full recovery at the Contractor's 
expense. No additional compensation shall be paid to the Contractor for having to 
restart the test. 

4. Provide all datalogger test data to County in either Excel format or a format that can 
be imported into Excel. Also provide manual water level measurements as recorded 
by clean, legible copies of the constant rate test field sheet as provided in Exhibit C. 

D. Recovery 

1. Recovery water level measurements shall be taken immediately after termination of 
the constant rate pumping at timed intervals until the water level has recovered to at 
least ninety percent of the drawdown caused by the pumping test or twenty-four hours 
after the completion of the pumping test, whichever occurs first. These are recorded 
on the constant rate test field sheet as provided in Exhibit C. 

2. Provide all datalogger test data to County in either Excel format or a format that can 
be imported into Excel. Also provide manual water level measurements as recorded 
by clean, legible copies of the constant rate test field sheet as provided in Exhibit C. 
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3.9 PROTECTION OF WATER QUALITY 

A. Any water introduced into the well, whether employed alone or in combination as a 
mixture, shall meet all Primary and Secondary Drinking Water Standards as required by 
OAC Sections 3745-81 and 3745-82 (i.e. potable water).  

B. At all times during the progress of the work, the Contractor shall protect the well in a 
manner that will effectively prevent either tampering with the well or the entrance of 
foreign matter into it. 

C. The Contractor shall take such precautions as are necessary, or as may be required 
permanently, to prevent contaminated water, or water having undesirable physical or 
chemical characteristics from entering (through the opening made by the Contractor in 
drilling the well) the stratum from which the well is to draw its supply. They shall also 
take all necessary precautions during the construction period to prevent foreign 
contaminated water, fuel, oil, etc., from entering the well either through the opening or 
by seepage through the ground. 

D. After completion of the well testing, the well casing and area surrounding shall be 
thoroughly cleaned of all foreign substances, including tools, timbers, rope, debris of any 
kind, cement, oil, grease, joint dope and scum. The casing piping shall be thoroughly 
swabbed, using alkaline if necessary, to remove oil, grease, or joint dope. The Contractor 
shall demonstrate to the Engineer that the well is free from these materials. 

E. Upon its completion (and prior to installation of the permanent pump), the Contractor 
shall provide and install a substantial screwed, flanged, or welded cap to maintain an air 
tight seal on the well and protect water quality of the aquifer. 

F. In the event that the well becomes contaminated or that water having undesirable physical 
or chemical characteristics enters the well due to the neglect of the Contractor, the 
Contractor shall at their own expense, perform such work or supply such casings, seals, 
sterilizing agents or other material as may be necessary to eliminate the contamination 
or shut off the undesirable water. 

3.10 WATER QUALITY SAMPLING (Three Wells) 

A. At the end of the 24-hour constant rate test, the Contractor shall furnish the necessary 
bottle, preservatives and shipping material to allow for chemical and physical analyses 
of the water from the well. All testing shall be completed by a recognized, State certified, 
independent laboratory to be approved by the Engineer prior to sample collection.  

B. The contaminants required for analysis are listed in the Appendices of OAC 3745-9-09 
(Exhibit D).  The parameters include water quality parameters, both the Primary and 
Secondary Drinking Water Standards of volatile organic and synthetic organic 
contaminants, per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS), priority pollutants, 
bacteriological and radionuclides.  

C. The Contractor shall be responsible for all costs associated with sampling and laboratory 
testing.

D. All laboratory results will be forwarded to the Engineer upon receipt from the laboratory. 

3.11 REPORTING AND RECORD KEEPING 

A. Daily driller's reports shall be maintained for each shift and shall be delivered to the 
Engineer upon request. The report shall give a complete description of the number of feet 
drilled, hole size, number of hours on the job, shutdown due to weather or breakdown, 
standby, feet of casing set, drilling fluids used and amount, cement and additives used 
and amount, geologic and water sampling, testing, shift activities, personnel or visitors 
on site and such other pertinent data as may be requested by the Engineer. The report 
shall be presented in a neat and legible manner.  

B. During the drilling, the Contractor shall prepare and keep a complete log on site for 
Engineer’s inspection setting forth the following:  

1. The reference point for all depth measurements.  

2. The depth at which each change of formation occurs.  

3. The depth at which each stratum was encountered.  

4. The thickness of each stratum. 

5. The identification and description of the material of which each stratum is composed. 

6. The depth to water level in the well. 

7. Complete description of the well construction hole sizes, casing depth, screen 
depth/interval, diameter and thickness, and grout seal intervals. 

C. The Contractor shall furnish three copies of a drawing for the well showing the depth and 
exact construction of the well and giving all dimensions regarding lengths and diameters 
of casing and screen, size of slot openings, and other pertinent details and dimensions.   

D. Contractor to prepare and submit a well log report for file with the Division of Water, 
Ohio Department of Natural Resources. One copy of the well log report will be provided 
to the Engineer at the time of submission to the State.
