CINCINNATI OPEN UNVEILS FACILITY UPGRADES

Celebrating 125 years, the Cincinnati Open welcomed attendees
from all 50 states and 46 countries to Warren County! Holding the
event this year was a milestone in more ways than one, after the
strong collaboration between the state, county, and city of Mason, to
secure the tournament’s location for the next 25 years. Noticeable
investments have already been made with roughly 20% of the
renovations unveiled this past August. The full overhaul and facility
upgrades are on track to be complete in time for the 2025 tournament,
which will expand to two weeks.

The project
that brought these three organizations
together seeks to link Career Center
students directly with employment
opportunities. The team also strategically
identifies students who are likely eligible
for temporary assistance (TANF). By doing
so, they unlocked an existing funding
stream to support costs associated with
their employment, such as uniforms,
transportation, and wages.
