I'm excited to share with you the Warren County
Emergency Management Agency 2024 Annual Report.
This report is an overview, highlighting what our agency
has accomplished over the past year.

As the Director of the Warren County Emergency
Services Department my time is divided between EMA &
911 Communications. The number of accomplishments
by our EMA department has been amazing. Sydney
Renner, EMA Operations Manager oversees the day-to-
day operations. Frances Ficke is our LEPC (Local
Emergency Planning Committee) & Grants Coordinator,
and Matthew Mumma is our EMA Specialist.

We focused on completing several projects this year and were very successful.
Just to name a couple are 10 of the Emergency Support Functions for the
County’'s Emergency Operations Center and the Animal Response Plan. These
projects took a better part of the year, because of a change in personnel and
legal reviews for the corresponding MOUs. These will play a large roll in 2025
when we begin EOC staff training. Additionally, the Citizen Preparedness
Newsletter was created, and this was sent out bimonthly.

We had some very busy weather months where we experienced 5 confirmed
tornados on May 7th and another confirmed tornado on July 30th. Damage
Assessments were performed by EMA. The citizens effected were able to get
help removing debris and down trees from volunteers coordinated by our
department.

2025 will be another year of collaborating with partners, educating the
community and teaching those who will be staffing positions in our EOC. We
will be updating the county Hazard Mitigation Plan, which is done every 5
years. This is done in house and there will be 3 commmunity meetings which
everyone will be encouraged to attend and participate.

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EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
OVERVIEW

The purpose of Emergency Management is to minimize the effects upon the
civilian population from any natural or man-made disasters through the five
phases of emergency management: prevention, mitigation, preparedness,
response, and recovery. All Warren County EMA functions are derived from
these phases.

For Warren County EMA, most day-to-day operations focus on preparedness,
planning, and mitigation efforts as these are crucial elements in order to
respond and recover during an event. To verify efforts are effective, Warren
County EMA along with a committee of community stakeholders, performed
a hazard identification and risk assessment to determine the hazards most
likely to impact Warren County. Below is the current list of hazards identified
for Warren County:

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PLANNING

Emergency management planning consists of coordinating, writing,
disseminating, and maintaining plans related to emergency preparedness,
response, recovery, and mitigation.

At the County-level, Warren County EMA maintains the Warren County
Emergency Operations Plan (EOP), incident-specific and functional annexes
as well as the Emergency Support Functions (ESFs) annexes, using a risk-
based all-hazards approach. Additionally, Warren County EMA also provides
technical assistance to community and partner agency planning efforts.

In 2024, Warren County EMA worked with over 30 public safety partners and
subject matter experts to update/review planning efforts. A few are listed below:

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TRAINING

Warren County EMA coordinates training opportunities throughout the year
for local officials, public safety agencies, and other emergency management
partners. Training is essential to emergency preparedness as it ensures
personnel have the knowledge and skills to do their job.

This training ensures that the team is
current with emerging trends as well as fortifying
essential knowledge, skills, and abilities in emergency
mManagement.

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EXERCISES

Exercises are an important part of the planning process in emergency
management. After a plan is developed, the plan must be tested or exercised.
Exercising plans enhance knowledge, allow staff to improve their own
performance, and identify opportunities to improve capabilities to respond to

emergencies and disasters.

In 2024, Warren County EMA staff developed, facilitated, and participated in a
total of 35 exercises. This included tabletop, functional and full-scale exercises
with local businesses and schools, as well as county, regional and state

partners.

Warren County Career Center

Warren County EMA partnered with the Warren County Career Center's
Criminal Justice Program again in 2024 to introduce students to the
emergency management field and exercises. This partnership resulted in the
class creating the school’s state-required, annual exercise. The 14 students
wrapped up the program by performing a functional exercise of the County
Emergency Operations Center (EOC). This partnership gives students real-
world experience, and help the EMA test their EOC plans.
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LEPC

The Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC) is the coordinated
planning group comprised of individuals from industry and government that
have knowledge and awareness of hazardous materials incident planning
and response. It is mandated by the Emergency Planning and Community
Right-to-Know Act of 1986 as well as section 3750.03 of the Ohio Revised
Code (ORC).

The Warren County LEPC is funded by the State of Ohio LEPC Grant Program
and has 22 members that met on a triannual basis in 2024.

Warren County LEPC strives to:

e Increase awareness in the community about the presence of hazardous
chemicals and releases in the environment.

Provide a vital link between citizens, government, and industry
professionals.

Assist communities with the development of emergency action plans.
Maintain/Administer Tier Il information.

Participate in public/private entity drills and exercises.

Warren County completed its annual LEPC required exercise on Wednesday,
March 13th, 2024. This year's focus was the response to a chemical release at
a local facility, as well as test the ability to coordinate with incident command,
evaluate sheltering capabilities, assess response personnel safety and assess
communications operability.

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OPERATIONS

Emergency Management Operations include maintaining the County
Emergency Operations Centers (EOC) in a state of readiness, resource
coordination, damage assessments, and providing on-scene assistance
during emergencies such as incident command assistance, when requested.

Although County-level assistance is not typically needed for routine incidents,
if requested, Warren County EMA staff are available and able to assist
communities regardless of the size or scope of an event. Once activated, the
Warren County EOC can request state resources from Ohio EMA, if the
County's capabilities are exceeded, and Ohio EMA can request federal
resources from FEMA.

Emergency Operations Center

The Warren County EOC provides an off-scene, central location for
interagency and inter-jurisdictional coordination as well as executive decision
mMaking to better manage disaster response and recovery in the County. The
Warren County EOC is designed to foster effective communication, build
situational awareness, and establish a common operating picture for all
involved in the incident response.

In 2024, Warren County EMA staff completed quarterly drills of the EOC.
These drills allowed for the routine check of EOC equipment, ensuring that it
is functional and ready to be used at a moment’s notice in the event of an
activation. Additionally, these quarterly drills maintain EMA staff's ability to
prepare the room quickly and efficiently for activation.

Warren County EMA staff also continued to customize, implement, and test
the County’s virtual EOC platform; D4H Incident Management. This virtual
platform undergoes regular testing by EMA staff to ensure individuals are
well versed in using the system, and the platform continues to be effective
and meet the needs of Warren County.
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SEVERE WEATHER REPORT

Warren County EMA becomes very active during severe weather events that
impact the County/southwest Ohio region. Throughout 2024, Warren County
EMA coordinated with the National Weather Service (NWS) in Wilmington,
OH to provide pertinent weather information to partner organizations and
the public.

To aid with weather monitoring and being able to
share key information to the public and partners,
Warren County installed 5 new weather stations
throughout the county and implemented the
RadarOmega platform! These weather stations in et
conjunction with the RadarOmega platform, allows the () Warren County OH Franklin Twp.

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SEVERE WEATHER REPORT

Warren County was impacted by many severe weather events this year,
including 6 Tornadoes and a Drought!

On May 7th, Warren County experienced 5 tornadoes within a 30 minute
time span! Then on July 30th, another tornado hit the county in the early
morning hours. In both occasions, EMA staff performed damage assessments
and worked with local, state and regional partners to help those impacted.
Warren County EMA connected those impacted with available resources,
including bringing in American Regulators, a disaster relief organization, to
come help with debris clean up. American Regulators assisted 27 families
with debris clean up and tarping roofs.

In September, Warren County was 1 of 10 Ohio counties with a primary
disaster designation issued by the United States Department of Agriculture
(USDA) due to drought conditions. Warren County EMA worked with partners
to monitor conditions, share information about burn bans, and provide aid
where able.
